This cortesponds with our brothers
statement Ithough we are now here told
just when it occurred When they had
received this ordination and blessing
thy arose and walked the remaining
seventeen miles like giants refreshed
with wine strong and able to finish their
journey to Harmony The Lord in His
various and peculiar ways has restored
authority and potter to the human
family to administer and to receive the
everlasting gospel How strangely lie
led the Prophet Joseph from time to
time front pace to place in His great
work to build Temples and establish
Ills people in the gathering places and
to accomplish Ihe wonders that have
been performed he was attacked-
by the powers darkness from the
day he began to receive tile dis
cipline of the Lord He says himself
that he w is used continually wading
in deep water

Twenty or thirty minutes is too
short a time m which to mention
more than tO or three events in
the Prophets life As I am called a
historian you will naturally expect
hear some items of history from me

After healing the sick in Montrose all
the company followed Joseph to the
bank ofI the riverI where he was going
to take tile boat to return home While
waiting for re boat a shall front the
west who had seen that Ihe sick and-

o
dying were heated asked Joseph lit he
would not to his house and heal two
ol his children WilD were very SICK

They were turns and were three months-
old Joseph told the man he could not
go but he would send some one to heal
them He told Elder Woodruff to go
with the man and heal his children At
the same time he took train Ins pocket a
silk bandanna handkerchief and gave it
to Brother Woodrufl telling him to wipe
the faces ot the children with It and
they should be heated and remarked at
the same time As long as you keep
that handkerchief It shall remain a
league between you and me Elder
Woodruff did as be was commanded
tne children were healed and be keeps
the handkerchief to this day

On another occasion in the days of
Ktrlland January 22nd 1832 when the
Church was yet oung and composed of
but very lew members they met to-

gether in conference and there were
males and females Elders and High
Priests beside the Presidency of the
Church The Prophet Jnpohr history
tells us that tile Spirit of God
came down upon them and he spoke in
another language and others spoke In
tongues and he continued with them
until all the congregation spoke or
prayed or sung in tongues giving them
a reiular Pentecost In these ust days es-

its very foundation IBrother Fordham arose
from his bed and was Immediately nudn whole
Ills feet were bound In poultices which he
kicked oiT Tben putting on his clothes he ate
a haws of broad and milk and followed the
Prophet into the street The company next
visited Brother Joseph Pates Noble who lay
very sick He was also healed by the Prophet
llv this lime the wicked became alarmed on1t
followed the company Into Brother Nobel
house Alter Brother Noble was hold all
kneeled down to pray Brother ordham va
mouth and while praying Itie fell to tile floor
Tile Iprophet arose and looking round ha saw
quite a number of unbelievers In the house

We should bear in mind also the
great blessings that are bestowed upon
its now in the Holy Temples In Kirt
land the brethren were not endowed
with the same ordinances that are now
bestowed upon the people because
they had not yet been revealed It was
in the days of Nauvoo that these bless-
ings and ordinances of endowment were
made known to the Prophet Joseph and

that rather Joseph made one davwhen
an accident had happened to hint and
Sister rmma as they were going down
from the temple grounds to Ills house I
think they were thrown out of their
buggy The Prophet Joseph remarked-
in the meeting that afternoon how he
rejoiced in the love of his faithful wife
Emma who had given her hand her
heart and her soul to him Harmony
Pennsylvania when first he had been
called to the work ot the Lord and had
braved all these difficulties with him and
he made this remark that whatever
happened to Emma he would go if he
had to go to bell to find her and bring
her home that she might share with him
the blessings of his exaltation as she
had shared with him his sufferings He
rejoiced greatly in Ihe anticipation of
these eternal family relations in the
future
