their stay there, when they fled
from the wrath of Herod, and the
basin they washed in, and we saw
many persons who had come there
to Ihj healed inconsequence or the
holiness of this place. Thisclas of
Christians the Copts have main-
tained their Identity through the
reign of Ma horn me tan power, Turk-
ish and Arable, down to the preeent
time.
