The threatened war in Iurope
presents itself under mauny aspects,
from» many different points of view,
yet certainly there is nothing more
uowl or more strange ln the whole

Jjustice and the freedom of renglo
In thiscountry,when a man clnims
to be a reformer, we at once accept
him as a reformer, and as we ought
not to treat his Russian Majesty
less courteously than we treat Ben
Hill or John DMorrissey, we are
bound to accept his prefessions, to
believe that his heart is wrung at
the sight of Slavoniaus subject to
an alien race, of Christians bend-
ing under a Mosalem yoke, of sub-
Jjecta exposed to arbitrary and vex-
stious laws, and of rebellions put
down by fire and sword.

How tender must be the heart
which is go easily moved by the
woes of (e Ltrun‘era and foreigners,
and yet how strange it is that the
power which threatens to plunge

Furope into war rather than see
the Servians onreaaed or the Bul-
garians puaished with too mueh
cruelty, has never felt any qualms
of conscience over cruelties ten
times more atrocious perpetrated
on ils own subjects. It has been
less than twenty years since the
last vestige of freedom disappeared
frem the Caucasus; less than six-
teen years since this tender-hearted
Czar was fusillading women and
children in the streets of Warsaw,
and lashing the bare backs of Polish
ladies; less than five years since he
placed on the wandering Kirfihiz
of Turkestan the same alien domi-
nation which so suddenly moves
his resentment, after it has lasted
for 400 feara, in the insurgent prov-
inces of Turkey.

The history of Russian aggran-
dizement and of Russian aggression
is one in which mercy, justice and
humanity have not only been un-
known, but in which cruelty, in-
justice and brutality seem to have
been indulged merely to delight the
stupid despotism which allowed
them free sway. 7The partition of
Poland is an old story, but the
story of Russia’s cruelly m Poland
is renewed every .Ia{ It is a per-
socution of race, of religion, of lan-
guage, of the family of humanity.
The Polish lJamguage, which records
the deeds of their ancestors and the
history of their race, is forbiddenin
the schools and in the courts; their
religion is suspected and persceut-
ed—npay, even Lheir private life,
even the cut of their garments, is
not safe from the uneasy jealousy
which constantly casts about for
some excuse for new punishments
and new cruelties.

Twrkey has never perscculed her
Greek Catholle subjects as Russia
has persecuted her Roman Catholle
subjects, and te Russia the Catho-
lic and the Mahometan are all one,
The Kouban territory, on the Black
HSea, which twelve years ago was
the home of half a million of hardy
Circassians, is to-day a desert, the
entire ‘Bulatlon having taken
refuge in Turkey after the subjuga-
tion of Schamyl, and the steady
extension of Russian power across
the great desert of Asia has made
even the wandering herds of the
Tartar pay their tribute In roubles
and koples to a tax-collector who
visils delinquents with fire and
sword. If their religion is spared,
it is bemuse the Government nei-
ther knows nor cares what it is, but
it would be a very unhnpry day
for these poor Moslems if thelr Rus-
sian gevernors should suspect that
that religion was any bond ef unien
or any source of strength,

The cruelties of Russia do not, of
course, excuse the cruelties of Tur-
key, and the demands which Rus-
sia makes may be no more than the
demands of humanity; but in pre-
tendin that humanity is the mo-

a,be 1ind her demands, Russia is

ty of a brazen hypocrisy which
mml:y cares whethier it is detected
or not. And there is a cynical defi-
ance of decency not only in the
contrast between her professions
and her practices, but in the con-
trast between the motive which is
assumed and the motive which has
avowedly shaped her policy for 150
years. Citizens of the United
States, whe ought naturally to have
a detestation of Russian tyranny,
have only too much admiration for
Russian power and greatness,an ad-
miration which is not at all lessen-
ed by the circunustunces that Eng-
land and Russia are opposed 1in in-
‘erest. We should be on our guard
against Lhis feeling, which is at
best an unworthy one, and unet al-
low our sympathy for the oppres-
sed to be abused by a tyrant who
artfully appeals to principlesa which
he has never respected.—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.
