He .realized
tliat the man who stood before his
brethren and sister?, Beeded their faith
and prayers; felt that he was occa- -
pyinir a trying position, because if ha
spoke nis own opinions, and led anyone astray he would hate to be
held accountable therefore often
wondered what would be the re
sult it Paul the Apostle were
to come before a sectarian con
gregation and preach as he did while
in the nesh.as to the necessity of Apos-
tles, Prophets, and tbe various other
c Ulcers in tbe Church, and the exist-
ence of tbe ordinances and elf ts that
characterized the Church at Christ
anciently, a bciiut in which had now
almost died out among pirofesaiot;
Christians. He would doubtless be
received as the humblest Latter-da- y

Saint lder is received whtav be aC--
vaaces the aanie doctrine, ret pro
fessing believers in the Bible have be-
fore them t 'Thongh we or an aDgel
from heareu preach auy oitier gopelunto you than that-whic- we have
preached unto you. let him be ac
cursed."
The Latter 1 ay Saints had nisauy accu

sations to lace, but tbe late.it charge
againtrt them was that ,of disloyally.
A paragraph ne had read in a news-
paper complained that tbe Latter-da- y

set up His kingdom upon the earth
and that Christ was coming to reign
among them as his people. This was
doubtless considered as an evidence
ef Chair disloyalty, and yet psafessing
Christiana all tbe world ver pray :

"Tby kingdom come. Thy w ill be done
on earth as it is in Heaven

and all the gons of Uou snoutqd for joy

This passage tells us way we pray
"Our l ather who art in heaven," and
throws new light ou rani's exposition
of the relationship of our icarthly and
our heavenly parentage :

It was not said lot our Savior
tbat He was "tbe brighttnesd of His
Father's glory, the express image of
His person" until after lie was resur-
rected, and I'aul tills us that He
learned obedience and was made per-
fect through suffering, in like man-
ner all the experiences placed In tbe
pathway of our spirits in their varied
existence from spiritual birth to our
tlo&l resurrection and exaltation, were
for the purpose of bringing these at-
tribute into active exercise tbat there-
by tbey might grow toward perfection.
Die! we not pass through tbe sufferings
of this life, we should have no
contract whereby to know what
eternal bliss . was.
