Experlments Prove Very Interesting
-=Better Health Certain to
Result,

Washington, D, (', Aug. 1, 1804~Re-
ports are beginning to come in as to
the experiments which are belng con-
ducted by various boards of health with
a view to Improving the ventilation of
cloged street cars and rallroad pass-
enger coaches, One of the most in«
teresting experiments wpe made iIn
Brooklyn with a car of the Hrooklyn
Helghts rallrond under the direction of
Dr, Walker, chief of the department of
health of that city. In making his
experiments, Dr. Walker sought tha
gimplest possible means of securing n
steady currént of alr sufficlent to keep
the atmogphere fresh but without sub-
Jecting the passengers Lo a draft and
instead of attempting to utilize an ex-
pensive aystem involving the use of hpt
aly, numerous ducts, ete,, he employed
A device go gimple that any student of
& manual! training school or any ordl-
nayy carpenter could duplioate It,  Ac-
cording to the report Dr. Walker had
two openinge made In the “deck-gash,"
about ten Inches apart, “Into which
were fitted slats to deflect the intake
of alr to the roof of the car, BDetween
these openings a shingle was extended
from the slde of the car so thiat the
wind would strike agnainst It when the
car was In motion.” The princlple on
which this experiment was conducted
was# that the shingle would intercept the
nir and defect the same through the

inclined plats toward the roof of the
car, oinders, dust, ete, striking the

shingle and falllng to the ground,
Meanwhile the passage of the shingle
from the alr would create a vacuum
behind it, which would result In the
vitiated alr In the oar being drawn off
through the slats In the rear of the
shingle,

The ear with which the experiments
were made waug filled with smoke from
burning rags and refuse until the
atmogphera was rendered ahgolutely
unbearable, It was then set in motion
at the rate of 16 to 18 milen per hour
and within two minutes and 80 sec.
onds the afr In the car was declared ab.
solutely fresh and pure, “It {8 estimat.
ed that during the time the car wasg
In motion 800 cubie feet of alr per min-
ute came Into the openings in front of
the shutter and that » similar amount
was exhausted in the rear,’

The abgence of draft was particularly
noticeabla in thege experiments, that is
to say draft which the passengers, had
there been any, 'would have beon ex-
posed, The fresh alr entering through
the opening of the deck-sash was de-
flected toward the roof and being heavl-
er than the vitiated atmosphere with.
In, preseed down upon the same, which
was drawn out through the opening be-
hind the shingle assisted by the
yacuum, The fresh alr having thus dis-
placed the vitlated nlr descended glowly
toward the Noor but so gradually, being
checked by the rising vitiated alr, that

Former Heard and Latter Seen in
Large Numbers at Democratic
Excursion to Saltair,

THE CROWD WAS A LARGE ONE.

Attendance Was Five Thousand and
Party Leaders Came from All

Over the State

Parker day at Saltalr is now a mat-
ter of history, and it is within the
bounds of reagon to say that it wag
among the most succesgful Democratic
celebrations fn Utah,  With excursion-
fsts coming In from all parts of the
sptate, Balt Lake Democracy out jn
force, a hut day that drove hundreds
off the ecity's resldents to the resort;
deppite the opposition of Purple day at
Lagoon, more than 6,000 people went to
the beach and attended the exercises
arranged by the Young Men's Demo-
cratie elub,

The usual pastimes were engaged
in until 6:30, at which hour, after the
crowd had, by the liberal use of mega
phoneg, besn gathered around the stand
on the dancing floor, Chairman W, H
King commenced the program He
spoke a few words of encouragement
to Democrats in introducing Frank J
Cannon ns the first speaker.

Senator Cannon was at his best in
the four minutes he stood before the
lurge audience, He was very earncst
He congratulated the party on the fact
that for the first time since 1592, it Is
united “The autocracy of the White
Houge gt present,’” he declared, "is en-
dangering all that our fathers fought
for,” Benator Cannon extended his
congratulations to  the Young Men's
Democratie club on its successful ex-
cursion,

Judge Powers made one of his char-
noteristio talks, Bince 1502, he sald,
the drift of public opinfon had never
beon 8o near to Democracy as at pres.
ent, He predicted success for Parker
and Davlis,

Joghua Greenwood of Millard was
chesred when he eulogized Parker for
Lis courageous stand In sending the
telegram to St. Louls, an act which
might have resulted in hig name he-
ing taken off the banner “"SBuch a
man,” sald Mr. Greenwood, "is too
good, too blg, to be defeated by Theo-
dore Roosevelt,"

A song by Mr. Philllps was well ren-
dered, his selection being, "There's No«
body Just Like You."

W. E. Rydalch of Provo made n
stirring talk. In concluding he did not
forget to thank the Young Men's club
for getting the Democrats of the state
together,

tobert W. Bloan dellvered one of his
scintiliating efforts with a couple of
good storleg In It, and was loudly ap-
plauded,

When Aqulla Nebeker arose he re-
celved not only the applause of the
multitude, but n gerles of cow-punch-
er's yells that startled the rafterg of
the historle structure, There had been
unlimited talk about "Qufl for governor
all day, and in this mmanner it found
it way to the ftront, Mr. Nebeker guve
a gound, convincing talk of four min-
utes' duration,

Hon, John T, Caln closed the gpeak-
ing with a few Impromptu, sincere
allugions to the party, past and pres-
ent.
