Mr J. W. Greene, of Diamond
City, furnishes the Provo TYmes of
Deec. 2, with the following, respect-
ing mining eperations at Tintic—

There are ‘elghty stamps In the
district, sixty are now running, and
it is expected all of them will be
running this winter.

The Shoebridge mill has fifteen
stamps, which are running ¢ontinu-
ally. They have struck a
body of ore on the 250 foot level,
and are starting another level on
the main shaft 301 feet deep, the ore
taken out averaging over §100 per

ton. .
The Miller mill has been stopped
a few weeks for repairs, putting in
new pans, &c., but It is expec
they will cammence runni
about twenty days to their ful
pacity—a ten stamp mill. Mr. Mll-
ler deserves gn-.lctu:llt for his man-
ner of working the ores; he works
them wp to from 79 to 87 per cent.
of the assay value by the wet pro-
cess of chioridizing. The cost of
this process is not over$1.25 per ton.
Ml? , Beekman and others have
bought the Gold Hill, Mayflower
and losoro mines, all of them turn-
ing out large quantities of free mil-
ling ore.
