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the truth from heaven, as predicted by
John the Iievelator, who saw the posi-
tion in which the world was when the
message :ame to "Fear God and wor-
ship Him."

the full time of the sentence. With
regard to the $300, a mistake had been
made iu the commitment, and he had
nothing to pay. Testified that God
would require the Saints to lay all
upon the altar, to walk by faith,trust in God, out the hypocrite,and that he would-

- sustain the faithful.
The brethren who were suffering im-

prisonment were happy in the enjov-me- nt

of the revelations of God. The
speaker was suffering from a cold, but
would perhaps be with the Saints the
next Sabbath. Exhorted them to be
faithful and virtuous, and to trust in
God.

Apostle John Ret ry Smith weleomed
Brother Fotheringham, who had been
a martyr for the kingdom of God, on
his return to freedom, and trusted that
all the Saints would prove faithful: he
was no criminal in the eyes of the Latter-

-day Saints, who loved and honored
him, aiwl welcomed him with open
urtus. Prayed that the blessings of
God would rest upon the fa'thful.

The choir sang the anthem, "Vic-
tory."Benedictiou by Elder Joshua B.

Religious services of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-da-y Saiuts were
held in the Tabernacle, Sunday, Aus.
9, 18Sj, commencing at 2 p. m , Klder
Wm. Ed.lington presiding.

Tne Priesthood of the Fourth Ward
otllciated iu the administration of the
Sacrament.

Eider Charles W. Htayner addressed
the conjrretration. Hei read from
I Corinthians, third chapter,
eleventh to fourteenth verses. He
esteemed it a duty and a priv ilege to
preach the Uospel on ail occasions when
required, aud felt an abundance of
confidence In God, and the assurance
of the faith of the Saints that he would
be guided bv the Holy Spirit in the
task before him. He believed that
religion should not be of a
superficial character, although this
was tne renerai lorni existing among
the Christian sect of to-da- v, errone
ous doctrines having crept iu and been
protnulgateu as tne truth. He was
not surprised at this, Cas so
many years had yassed away
without direct instruction from
heaven, and it was no wonder that men
had faltered. And yet when one reads
the holy scriptures' there might be a
feeling of surprise that they Had been
so far departed from, and so many
ideas, wrought by the lmrenuity of
man, added thereto. But it would
have been a matter of surprise if the
Lord had not, In the latter-da- y, sent
light into the world to teach mankind
the principles of truth; If, knowing the
darkness which existed, He had not
sent an angel anil restored the ever-
lasting Gospel. But He had
thus restored the plan of sal
vation for the redemption of
His children. Among the many errors
that crept into Christianity, perhaps
the most glaring was the idea that it
was not necessary to perform any
works to receive salvation that belief
only was necessary. In view of the
pointea sayings oi tne Apostles, it was
strange that such a doctrine should be
accepted. The Apostle James declared
that "I1 aim witnout worics is (lead, be-

ing alone." This referred to the works
of man upon the earth. Iu a revela
tion given to Joseph the Prophet, it
was shown tnat there was a variety ot
rewards and glories for the children of
men, contrary to the iteneral iilea of
Christianity that there was but one
place of reward ana one of punishment. Ihe revelation to Joseph smith
was in accord with the Savior'.-- .

declaration that "In my Father's
house are many mansion," and also
with Paul's teachings that there were
different glories, tne Apostle himself
having been caught up to the third
heaven. The revelation referred to
showed that there were three glories,one typified by the sun, another by the
moon, anotner Dy tne stars ; tne classes
who would occupy these glories were
also enumerated, and the condition of
things which should exist when the
Savior should reign In His Kingdom.
John the Kevelator also saw a vision
typical of the same period ; he saw that
luuso nuv nt-t-v i li rrciai C j

of tht Father and the Son, were those I

who obeyed the Gospel, and were !

'faithful and received celestial glory.
The Gospel referred to was
the truth which God had i

revealed. and not the ideas
and theories evolved by the ingenuitv
of man. The human family were not
to be Judged for accepting or rejecting
the ideas of man, but; by the teachings
of the tiospel as revealed from heaven,
and those who rejected the principles
of truth would lie under condemna-
tion. The Gospel which led to the
celestial kingdom t f God was that re-
vealed bv the Lord Jesus Christ, and
all the ideas of men must be modified,corrected and adjusted by that light,
which was the only sure foundation.
The second glory, typified by the moon,
was that received by those who obeyed
not the Gospel in the flesh, but heard
and accepted It in the spirit. When
the resurrection of these would take
place had not been definitely revealed,
but it would perhaps be at various
periods during the great Sabbatic
era, according to their labors. Tlx;
third glory was typified by the
stars, and the glories therein dfffercd
from one another, as the stars differed
in brilliancy; the resurrection of these
was alter the close of the thousand
years of Christ's reign during the Mil-
lennium. In preaching the Gospel the
Latter-da- y Saints had been accused ol
exclusivetiess, but there was no eround
for this accusation, for a salvation
whick included every Individual who
has lived or who does or ever will live,
except the sons of perdition, was the
most comprehensive which could be
conceived. In a portion of the text
read there was a statement gold, sil-
ver and precious stones-- which was
also given as typical of the three glo-
ries; gold, tlas most precious of the
metals, the highest; silver, the
second; precious stones, of differ-
ent varieties, the .third; show-
ing the stations which man might
achieve, according to the iworks
he had performed. The Apostle then,

d to that easily consumed, wood,Easst stubble, typifying a condition
to which man would fall if his faith
and works did not conform, and are
not sueh as to entitle him to salvation.
Malachi had declared that the wicked
should be as stubble, and the day come
that should barn them up; but to the
righteous the Son! of Man should
arise with healing In His wings; ana
la the last days Elijah should be sent
to perform a mission. As the eartn
had received its baptism of water, so
should it be baptized by fire, in the las:
days; the elements should melt with
fervent heat, and only those whose
works and faith were such as would
enable them to stand would have
strength to pass through . those
trials. The judgment of Christ would
be a righteous Judgment, and a re-
ward would be . given to men in
accordance with their works. It was
a glorious thing to contemplate a time
when righteoasness should cover the
earth, and equity and justice reign. The
speaker could not understand why the
Christian world should lay aside the
anticipation of the glorious time of
His second coming, which was looked
forward to with such delight and con-
solation by all the holy Prophets, who
loved to speak and: write concerning
it; those sayings and writings pointedto the coming of the same Jesus who
was crucified, who should reign as
King of kings ; the kings over whom He
should reign would be those who had
attained to the celestial glorv;
the same power and glory
which was bestowed upon the
Son Wy the Father, He would bestow
upon His faithful disciples, who
shoukl be priests and kings unto God.
Tnat the day of the coming of the Sou
of Man was near at hand, was indi-dicat- ed

by all the signs of the times,
as foretold by the Savior ; the Gospel
of the kingdom was being preached, as
He had said, to all the world for a wit-
ness that the end should come, when the
kingdom should be Restored to Israel,and bear sway over the whole earth.
These teachings were not rebellion.
Jesus would come in His power, as-
sume the reigns of government, aud
usher in the consummation of
all things; in! this the Lat
ter-da- y Saints rejoiced. The speaker
rejoicea in tne trains oi the Gospel :

testified that the Gospel had been re-
stored to earth, and that Joseph Smith
was a Prophet of the Lord. There
was nothing strange that In this gen
eration our atner nad laiied up a
Prophet to communicate His will to
His children. II might be tasked why
He Ldid not use some supernaturalmeans for the preaching of the Gospel?
Because that was not the manner' in
which the Lord had acted in any ageHaentui disci Dies to nrsach the
Gospel.and signs followed the Delivers,
connrming tne wora ; tne Holy Ghostwas bestowed, el vine an abidm? testi
mony, beyond the power of argumenta Enowieuge oi me truth. This teg
tlmony enabled the Elders to go forth
as uiey urn to proclaim lDe principlesof salvation, and to .bear the burden
placed upon tnem.

TLe principal features about a Chi-
naman's costume is the fact that
nothing ever tits but his stockings. His
clothing consists really of three oi
four shirts or garments made
after the fashion of a shirt, each open-lu- g

in front and having five buttons, a
sacred number. These buttons are
never In a straight row, but in sort of
a semi-circl- e half around the body.
The outer garments have sleeves a foot
longer than the arms, a fact which af-
fords abundant opportunity for theft.
A Chinaman's jackets are his ther-
mometer. He will say: "Te-da- y is
thrse jackets cold, and if it increases
at this rate, will De four or
live Jackets cold."

The shoes are well known, but their
caps are of three or four different
forms. One they call the "watermel-
on cap," of the shape of half a . water-
melon, having no front-piec- e, but in-

stead, a knob on the top by which It is
handled. The second is like a round
top felt hat with the sides turned up,
and others are of various shapes. The
color of the kuob on top of the hat is
the sign of rank among mandarins.
The lowest wear a gilt knob, then a
white stone, a clear crystal, a pale
red and a deep red, in order of rank.
Yellow may only be worn by the em-

peror's family, but as a mark of re-

spect to age, men over U0 years by
special edicts are allowed to wear yel-
low, tuis always entitling them to
great consideration among all classes.
