shall be enabled to make myself clearly
understood. There will be no diff-
iculty in this relation if tbe Holy Ghost
suall be within me, without which
there is no edification or Instruc
tlon.

ine Apostle Paul, in speaking to tbe
Saints in his day, enjoined upon them
that it was neces&ay to leave tbe nrat
principles of the Gospel and go onto
perfection. In some respects I think
that It may be necessary mat the Lat
ter-d- ay bfluts mould not leave tbe
nrst principles of tbe Gospel. It is a
question with me whether it be not.on
the contrary, necessary that in some
respects they should return to them.
For Instance, It is exceedingly essen
tial, under, tbe present phase of tbe
work with which we are connected
that we exercise faith ia tbe Almighty
to sustain ns in that which is mat;
because it is faith ef that character.
coupled with" an exhibition of energy
on our own part, that will effect our
deliverance from evil and enable
us to breathe the free air of
ftoerty and to exercise that freedom to
which we are entitled as the children
of God. There Is one thing that we
are not entitled to, the liberty to hi-
lt inge upon the principles of truth and
morality, ot any character whatever.

One of the topics to which our Pres-
ident aliaded while I yet retained my
seat, was in relation to an excessive
disposition evinced by many profess-
ing Latter-da- y Saints to seek after tbe
pleasures of this world in preference
to tbe pleasure that Is derived from the
service ot tbe living God and the dis
cbarge of those duties obligatory up-
on us In consequence of our having
taken upon us tne name of Christ. So
marked has this disposition been
of late years that, as an In
dividual, I have thought that
we were in danger, to some ex-

tent, of fulfllline; the prediction of the
Apoutl Paul In reference to tbe time
In which we live, when he said that in
tbe last . days perilous times
should come, when men would
be beady, high-minde- d, "lovers
of pleasure more than lovers
of God." In order to verify the state-
ment 1 bow make, I bave but to point
your minds backward to a year ago,
when there seemed to have taken pos-
session of tbe Latter-da- y Saints a
perfectfurore In that regard.

To say the least, this disposition
and its effects were detrimental in
iii any respects to the Latter-da- y
Saints. In many Instances the evil re-
unite were aeaonairaceu oeioaa my
eyes naring oeen orooguc uuuer my
pernor si observation. Many people
wUo complained of bard llraes.and had
no work to do asd scaicely any means
of sustenance within their reach, spent
their substance In tbe puriuit of pleas-
ure, pouring what little they possessed
into the pockets of rich corporations,
by Olng on excursions.

I do not wish to be understood that,
as aa individual, I am opposed to
recreatioa to a limited exteat
for tbe purposes of . health.
Dolkof mind and body; ior the body
requires rest and tbe mlud change. But
I consider tbat wbeu It comes to peo-
ple of mature years, there is a decided
limit to tnefce things. Especially is
this tbe case when wa take -- Into con-
sideration the momentous character of
tbe times la which we art living and
tbe great Issues with which re as a
people are connected. I speak from
the standpoint of one who has not t.d

ia tnese things, and if I were to
tipcDd- - my substance, my time and
energy in riotous living, I should feel
ashamed. 'There is soma excuse for
the younger portion of tbe community
In this regard. They are buoyant; and
running over with the exnberauce of
aoiaial spirits, and require recreation is
and enjoyment.
