Loards and trestlescover4lamith near the
public rquare and eatables
contributed by the sett ers according to
their means The bill ol tare was not
what would be called first class in Utah
today consisting as it did entirely ol
vegetables prepared in one style or an
ottler but to Indians who lived almost
entirely upon meat the dinner ofvege
tables wn not only very good but
doubly so because It cost Ihem nOlhing
In addition to the bread tome of our
more wealthy citizens contributed c ike
There being no sugar nearer than S4
Lake City this rake was sweetened-
with molasses made by Ibrllty house-
