The Centennial Dory.

‘I'he boat Centennia’ arrived at
T.iverpool August Zist, after a voy-
age across the Atlantic, Rhe was
sailed by & man named Alfred
Jonnsen, a Dane, and left (Glouces-
ter, Mass., on Juue 15. Johnsen is
in good health, but sutlers for want
of sleep, aud his legy are stift and
weak, owing to the confinement of
the voyage. lle isa smart, intelli-
gent man of about 35, On arriving
at New Brighton he was clicered by
passengers on u ferry-boat. He did
not land at  the landing stage,
where a number of people had us-
sembled to meet him, but sailed up
the nver, and was ultimately met
by Lhe proprictor of the Ruovk
Ferry HMotel, with whom he ar-
ranged to exhibit his boat on the
grounds. The CUenfecnnial was ac-
cordingly taken up, and will he
shown to the public to-day., {he
Centennlal is & boat of the kind
Kpown 1n America as a dory. She
is tweuly feet long, partially flat-
bottomed, and has & centre-bosrd
=he is decked over, is built in thiree
water-light compartments, and was

supnlied with prrovisions [ox
ninely d.‘l)‘n e was  bailt
expressly for the trip, and ds

She cartiod one mast, and ¢an set o

his compass being aflectod by his
iron ballast, e started szein on
the 25th, and had a fine passage

and falr windsuntil the Tihof July,
when in latitude 1150 north, longl
tude 54 west, a heavy gale from the
southwest sprang up, during which
the beat shipped a Leavy sca, which
started thoe combing o!f (o hintels
way, and the water ot in snd
spotled some of the provisions. <\
this titne he epoke a batk Lowmnd
from Dexico to Liverpool, and thie
Captaln tavited Johnsen togo on
bouard, saying he would drop him
ofl’ Capo Clear, and uot ention
anything about il but Jouhinsen de-
clined. The gale pussed away and
he had fine weather until the 16th
of July, when a strong brecze came
o the suuthivest, and he made a
good run until the 2nd of August,
un which day, being then about
300 miles from Cape Clear, he spoke
the brig Maggie Gander, from New
York to Bwansea. After running
for a couple of hours with the brig,
which shortened sail to keep com-
pany, Johnsen Love his boat too in
order to ride out the gale, which

bad greatly increased. IHe un-
shipped the mast for this pur-
pose. About half an hour af-

ter being hove to, the boat got
broadside on to a heavy sea and
capsized, but Johnsen got on the
bottom and remained there about
twenty minutes, when another sea
struck ber and he succeeded in
righting her. This was about three
o'clock in the afternoon. Just
after getting into the boat again he
saw a shark alongside, and its fins
struck against the bottom of the
boat. o fastened a knife o an
var and cut at the shark, which
then went away, The Loalt was
bialf full of water, but he pumped
it out and weathered (lie gale,
which lasted till next day. Every-
thing was wetted, and he lost his
kerosene stove and his square sail
by the upset. The weather con-
tinued rainy and fogegy for foul
days, during which time ke could
noldry anything.

On Monday, August 7, abonut 100
miles oft Cape Clear, he speke the
brig Alfredoun, from Liverpool to
Baltimore, and got some bread and
water, his oewn bread having been
damaged by the sult water. Next
day he got soundings to the =outh
of Cape Clear, but it was fosgy,
and he could not see land. On the
9th he spoke the ship Prince Lom-
bardo, which gave him the bear-
ings of Wexford Head as fifty-three
miles east by north. On thoe 10th
he sighted Milford, but the wind
became econtrary and he put into
Abercastle. He sailed again on
the 12th, and reached Holylheaa
last Friday, and Liverpool yester-
day morning. Johnsen estimates
that his average run during the
vovage was seventy miles a day.
He wus provided wilh medicines
before starting. \When asked yes-
terday if he would care to repeat
the voyage, Johusen replicd tliat
he thought **he had had about
enough of it.” — London RPaily
News.
