A WYOMING GOLD MINE.

A TWENTY-SIX INCH VEIN OF ORE THAT
A¥SAYS 0 TO F05.

The Laramie Boomerang of the 10th
inst 82ys:

Onpe of the most remarkable discov-
erles of the existence of the preclous
metals in Wyoming that has beén re-
ported for a’long time, has been roade
about six or seven miles from Swan

oatoffice, om the Grand Encampinent,

n o direct line south from Fort Stecle.

Mr.J.F. Crawford, who resides gat
Suratopa Springs, 1s in the city to-day,
apd from him the particulars of the
find, concerning which there is not a
particle of doubt, are obtained.

Several vears ago, Dr. Graff, of
Omaha, who died two years ago at
Denver, visited the locality namcd
above. He, and others, at tuat time
localed some copper mines on the di-

1 vide between the north sod south cn-

campment, above Swan. It is sup-
posed thap they expected to obtuin
pothing more than Lhe copper from
them. Last Summer Ed. Beopest,
John Beatty and W. G. Forney went
up to she neighberhood of these clalms
on & prospecting tour, and opeaed up
a new lead pot far from tae old loca-
von. While the found little
but copper at rast there were
traces of gold and sllver, and as they
went down the cogper ran out and they
ran inte gold amd silver. They had
samples of the ore assayed, and the
first assay resu'ted in fluding that it
carried §7 or $8 in silver and $10 or $12
I8 gold tothe ton. Encouraged by'this
they continued the work, saying noth-
g of their discovery, and as they
went lower the proportion of silver
became smaller and that of gold in-
creased cerrespondingly, the. second
assay showing from ? to $40 in the
precious melal; the third 30 to §69,
and the fourth $80 to §95. This
last Bssay was made about two
months ago. and Beatty, whose
house is ' in Steubenville, Obio,
im iately after started for the cast,
rmu mably for the pur of ebtain-
pg funds and returniog to make his
| permanent headgquarters at the mine.
e took a quantity of the ore with him
intending to have it assayed at Chicago
oh his wey to Steubenyllle.

__ Bennett remaiped and kept on with
bis work and five or six days ago
struck something richer than anything
they bad seen yet,uncoveriug a twenty-
six inch vein of ore that shows
large quangities of free gold. ke at
omnce acled ap alotof it and started
for wling, mnot ing  even
to show it and tell the mews at the
Springs, from which it is Inferred
-that he must have been gresll{ excited
over his discove:y and, as he isa very
cool, level-headed man, It must have
been something truly wonderful. On
nis way to Rawlins, he stopped at Fort
Steele, and whilé there showed the
contents of his grip-sack to F. Chat-
terton,of the old firm of Hugus & Chat-
terton. Mr, Chatterton says tbat he
had the grip fullof ore, in chunks as
blg as his fist sad that the free gold
could be seen sticking vut all through
themn. He says that it was the finest
ore he ever saw and judging {rom the
hurried examination he &n oppor-
tunity to make, the comtents ol the
valise alonc must have been worth a
large sum and that if they have a
twenty-six inch vein that will hoild
ont they will have the biggest thing 1n
this country.
