Washington Polnits.

WaismiNagTON, 18.—It Is learped at

Charles Jonas, of Wisconsin,
as United States Consul at Prague, has
no beanng upon the casejef Mr.
Kelley, who had been nominated as
Minpister to Ausatria, nor can it be con-
strued to indicate & purposs on the
part of either the United States or
Austria to recede trom the position as-
sumed in that case.

AND STILL THE LAND QUKS-
TION,

Newspaper Comments on Arthur’s
Death.

The Land Question.

LoNDON, 18.—A committee of the
Cabinet, composed *fof Lord Randolph
Churchill, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
Lord Ashbourne aud Rt. Hon. William
Henry Smith, is preparinga land bill
for Ireland.

The first draft is bagsed upon an ex-
tension of the Ashbourne act. Itlimits
the tenant's urchase of lands Lo
holdings under acres. 1f the Com-
mission sanctions the transfer, the lm-
perial Treasury, will advance the
am®ant, the Commission paying four-
fifths to the landlord and retalning the
other fifth until the tenant’s annoal in=
stallments amonpt to one-fifth af the
stipulated sum. The tenant's pay-
ments Etmll extend over ¥0 years, with
inieregst at 4 per cent. per annum, as in
the Ashbourne act. e total neces-
sary to be guaranteed b&he Treasury
is estimated at £25,000,000, Sales un-
der the Ashbourne act having already
exhausted the Parliamenta t of
£5,000,000, it {s reported tha e gov-
erpment, trusting o Parlisment’s re-
troapeat'ive ganciion, has ordered the
Treasury to continue to make ad-
vances. If the report be true, this
action exposes the government to a
critical attack for a breach of the Con-
stitntion. '
