Very unexpectedly I have been
called upon to make a few remarks
to you this morning. Naturally I
would prefer to sit still aud to re
flect upon the sad event that has
Called us together. It is plain from
the readmit of these passages or
Scripture that you have heard, that

'innocent blood tha blood of the
servants of God, or the prophets, of
the wise men, of the scribes, ail
those who have the testimony of
Jeeus, who are the beaiers" of the
word of God, when shed wicked-
ly, remains aa a heavy debt to be
atoned for at some period by the
inhabitants of the earth. Also that
Inthedajsof John the It eve la tor,
one of the apostles of the JUard. in
the visions which he saw it was
made manifest that there were yet
more lives to he oliered up; for the
causa of truth before the blood that
bad been shed could be aveoged
upon these that dwelt upon the
earth. It doubtless seemed strange
to the inhabitants of Jerusalem
when Jesus said unto thein that
all the righteous blood that had
been shed in pastjgenerations, from
the blood of righteous Abel to
Zacharlas, son 6f Uarachlas,' should
oe required ef that generation.
There were reasons for this which
he well undeistood. There are rea-
sons existing now and that . will
continue to exist and operate, why
the blood or those who have been
alia or tU asnrr! of 0U ad ah
testimony of Jesus in ancient days,
should be avenged upon some gen-
eration in the future, from the time
that John spake and wrote; the re-

velation that he .had received.
Jesus said when he was upon the
earth: "And this is the condemna-
tion; that light is come into the
world and men Jove dirknes
rather than light." They were held
to a strict accountability after light
was revealed. The generatiou in
which he lived were held to a
stricter ' accountability than any
preceding generation, because he
himself, the Bon of . God, iwaa iu
their midat, performing mighty
work, preaching the gopel of the
kingdom in its puiity aud j in its
power, and comuiuuicating unto
them the mind and will of heaven.
Every generatiou who have the
privilege ef hearing the pure go-pe- l

of Jefus preached in its fuiue- - are
held to a Bimilar accouutability.
Their position Is difiereut to that
of the generations who do not have
that privilege. The generations
that Intervened betweeu the time
that Zacharlas lived and the com-

ing of the Son of Man in the fleah,
were not held to the same etrict ac-

countability as the cotemporaries of
the Savior. Why was ttiq? Be-
cause they did not have the truth
in its fulness revealed untojtheni;
they did not have the prophets and
poetles and righteous men ih tbeir

midst to eemmunleate unto them
the will of heaven, as the genera-
tion in which the Savior lived had;
and for the same reason the genera-
tions that have lived el new the
deativof the Savior, and since the
visions that John the Ileyelator
bad, are not held to the eauie ac-

countability as this generation,
unto whom the fulness of the ever-
lasting gospel has been revealed
