bolical Trail Where Is Lot
t Everybody lilsgitsted.

TliKKRY'S CA M 1 ON YELLOW-
STONE River, Aug. 26, via Bis-

marck, D. T., 4. Yesterday morn-
ing he moved his command after
an eight days' rest, marching 20
miles before camping. Crook had
changed his camp the day before,
in search of better grass, going
nine miles up Powder River, his
last night's camp being about ten
miles in advance of ours. Our road
was that aiabolical trail, which has
enticed us so far to so little pur-
pose, and which had been aband-
oned as a useless job. The only
reasons apparently for taking it up
again were that the generals
were in abawlute ignorance of
where tho Indians had gone and
what Ithey were doing, that
the campaign had proven a failure
so that something had to be done
for appearance sake, that tho trail
was the only Indian sign found,
and ithat the army might reach
the agencies by this route, as
well as another. Everybody has
grown dissatisfied with what they
claim to be the continued misman-
agement of the officers, and criti-
cize the conduct of affairs severely,
aud frankly express their disgust at
having anything to do with a cam-

paign which was evidently based
upon theories. From the steamer,
which is still waiting near our last
camp, having met the Josephine
and I cuowslonc comiue up forty
miles below Glendine Creek, we
learned that both vessels were fired
upon by Indians, one private being
billed. beveral small parties of
Sioux were seen at different points
on the north bank of the river, but
only one came within range, and
they quickly retieated before sharp
firing from the boats, one chap
falling as though badly hurt. Just
above here the Josephine picked up
a white man, who hailed her. He
with another had deserted from the
little garrison at Glendine Creek.
They had been surrounded by In
dians. His companion was killed,
scalped and mutilated, and he him- -
self badly wounded in the arm.
Creeping between some rocks, he
lay la tue pelting rain two days and
nights, and the Indians firing at
him for a while and evidently
waiting till he was starved out.

A Village Discovered.
Captain Rice, commanding a

company of infantry, at Glendine,
sends word that he has been attack
ed twice by small bands of Sioux,
but nobody huit. His scouts claim
to have discovered a large Indian
village some distance down the
river, mimberipg from 1,000 to 1,500
men. tin receipt of this news
Terry rodo over to Crook's camp
aud the following plan was agreed
upon to croas the Yellowstone at
this point, twenty-fiv- e miles by
water below Powder, march
inland a few miles, and swing
uowh toward Ulentliiie, so as
to tap tho trail if the enemy
are moviug north, and corral them
if they are still below, Co. K to
&kirt the head waters of O'Fallon
and " Cabin creeks and strike the
Yellowstone near Glendine, thus
preventing a countermarch of the
Indians and hemming them in. If
the village really exists, which is
louMed by many, a row may be
exacted within a few days at
least. Should either column strike
a Irish 'rail, it will bo followed.

GREAT BRITAIN.
'1 be Servians Panic Stricken.

London, 4. A correspondent
telegraphs that when the villages
around Aiexinatz were nred oy tne
Turks in Friday's battle, the Serv-
ians became panic stricken and
whole battalions fled. The carnage
was terrible. The streets of Aiex-
inatz were filled with wounded and
dying. The Turks pursued the
flying Servians, pouring In a fear-
ful lire.

Alextuats.

A special to the Times from Bel-
grade Indicates the crushing defeat
and thorough disorganization of
Tchernayefl'a army. Taking ad-
vantage of the good will felt toward
the Lnglish, and inspired by the
arrival of an ambulance corps with
a cash fund of 10,000, the corresr
pondent of the 5fYnc got to the
front iu company with a number of
officers of the Geneva Cross, and
was an eye-witne- ss of the most of
tho battle near Aiexinatz on Fri-
day. The battle commenced Just
as the party reached Aiexinatz.
The followiug.are additional details
of the engagement:

The battle was sustained uninter- -

luptedly for eleven hours and a half
on me giguuu wuicu ine erviaus
had made the strongest in all thiB
country. It was a decisive en-
counter, long looked forward to,
and was wanting in no features
that could import a profitable
grandeur to the one side for supre-
macy and on the other for exist-
ence. Tke first shot was fired un-
der our eyes just as we had passed
llubonist, a small village of a house
or two, about two miles outside of
Aiexinatz. It came from a batterywhich the Turks had got into
position on the heights aboutKruse,
which Is south-wes- t of Aiexinatz.
It was followed by others from the
guns of the same battery and a bat-
tery placed .about half a mile fur-
ther north. The Turks immediate-
ly appear, beginning their move-
ments to turn TchernayefTs right,and cut ofT the communication of
Aiexinatz with Belgrade, Has ird-ou- s

as the design was, it succeeded
for Borne hours. The battle . is al-
most between the artillery. .

The valley through which it Is
necessary the Turks should pass to
gain their object, is guarded py twe
strong Servian batteries, against
which the Turks direct tbe fire of
three of their batteries. The fight
continued three hours with no ad-
vantage for either side. The Turks
