are provided, especially the Bible
and.Book of Mormon Now. do not
be afraid to see the good books which
God has given unto us in the bands
of your school children: do not be
afraid of the teacher that will open
school by prayer, and who will en-
courage faith in God, and morality,
and everything that makes people
good citizens. And, I ; beseech the
people generally to; encourage tbe
combined efforts of the Cauaty Su-
perintendent and the Trustees .and
school teachers in establishing good
schools in your midst; and that you
will also sustain all ithe other good
Institutions, such as. the Relief So-

ciety, the Mutual Improvement As-
sociations, and your Babtath Schools,
and also those that act as Superln
tendents and Teachers ' in the Sab-
bath School.

out a great many good, people, a
great many good ' men . have, sue
eumbed ! Under the. hardships ,we
have had toendure; and I was count-
ing up the number of families in
the , little city, of St. George whose
husband and lather had passed away
under . these circumstances, and , I
found that there were no leas - than
between thirty ' and - forty
Eiere, besides quitet a number Who

left and returned North, hav-in-g

buried their husbands down
there. Tnis.it not the result of any
contagion, or violent sickness, or any
special diaease,for we have had none;
we have no prevailing disease, and
it is not naturally an .unhealthy
country by any means. There Is
here and there a locality where they,
having neglected common sanitaryrule have . perhaps suffered, from
chlla and!.fever, or ague. .Diseases
of .this kind, which are incident to
hot elimates, have been experiencedwhere, they -- have allowed, water to
stand in pools. In $L George, how-
ever, we have not been troubled with
it. Washington, and Santa Clara
have, but it has arisen from defec-
tive sanitary measures. Naturally,I think OUT Southern country is quiteas healthy as the general average of
places ;in Utah." And when I speakof jthe number of ; men ; who have
worn themselves , but In helping to
subdue the barrenness of the land, I
might haver said . they have been
mostly hale,'.hearty men,-wh-o went
there in their prime, that wore them-selve- s

out with constant "work In
making homes for themselves and
families. They have fallen a prey to
exposure and labor ; both: summer
and winter, and to poor fare. : But
after sayinsr this. Iam happy to sav
also that I think we have passed, the
crisis in this respect. . --. We have
learned wisdom by the things we
have suffered: the comforts of life
are being increased around us, and
we are maklnjr ud our minds now
not to kill ourselves trying te live as
fast as we have done in times-past- .

Now, I have : said on different oc
casions that It is as well for the youth
of our large towns, our railroad towns
and: ' ci ties, where emigran ts are
dropped by the shipload, and where
mere is a redundancy or labor and
surplus workmen, that ore seeking
sometnmg to no ana cannot find it
and are idling away their time and
are waiting for something to turn up,
and waiting for some easy $ chair,
some clerkship, some place to make
a living without working muc-h-
ana 1 1 may say ina class of peopleare aoounamg among! us, and they
receive an unfavorable education
and are contracting habits that are
not . good; - X have said, and do say,
mat it is better for; such to enter in
to swarms and form material for new
colonies, L to help to establish, new
places, and make new roads to the
timber, get out farms, -- build: mills
and svbtiue'.the elements, as' their
fathers did when tltey flrafc eettlei
tbiscountzY.il But In saying thhr to
the surplus population of our older
towns and railroad centres we do
not wish to apply it to these regions,
where; you have an abundance of
room, needing, in j fact, a much
heavier nonulatinn. iT am nerauadeil
that the peopleCof this Valley will be
healthier, happier, and will enjoymore facilities and comforts when
their copulation ia treble what it ia to
day. Three times the population you
now nave can handle the faculties
that you do much easier than the
present population can handle them
andjo better advantage and to bet
ter profit to all. And you will have
better roads, and better farms, and
better 'bouses, and better mills, and
better ' schools, your cities will be
much better built up and improved,
ana your property more valuable,
and every thing, will conduce to your
comiort ana growtn, tnan under ex
istlng circumstances.

T was favorably struck with Gar
den City as I passed through fit;
was favorably impressed with St.
Charles as I passed through it. These
are beautiful. location?.. I was par
ticularly pleased witn one thing
saw in Garden City, that was the
long canal from Swan Creek. ' In
this cold climate, where tbe seasons
are short, It is important in Irrigat-

at first 'cost and thereby save to
yourselves the profits now made l y
middle men And in maketing your
produce, you . can. do. likewise, but
then you would, have to control tl-.-

business among yourselves and giveIt yoor hearty support,' and be re-
solved that you: will operate.ow you are cnrichh;gmen every year by your, trade, and
you are doing it by being divided,
every man being for himself nndt r- -
taking his own produceand to buy, hia own ..plows, rake.',
mowers and reapers, and haulinghis own produceto market and tlw n
doing the largest part of his trading
witn stores in which he is not inter
ested and his own store
doing but a small languishing bus-
iness. The great bulk of the bus-
iness of this Territory is handled by
outsiders at a : distance , from your
settlements both as to importations
ana as to marketing your produce.You haul to market your butter and
eggs and the merchants dictate to
you the price which they will pay,
and you cannot help yourselves in
this way they grow rich on the pro-
fits, while you remain poor compar-
atively speaking, that is, you do not
enjoy the benefits of your own la It-

er and produce to the ? extent. yu
migh t if you were properly united
Your board of trade and
s ores throughout the county oughtto work together and enter upon a
system to handle your own producein bulk; and then in buying wagon-an- d;

agricultural machinery, etc.,
Instead of eveiy man buying a single
wagon or --

farming implement, thw
organization would deal direct with
the manufacturers by the car-loa- d

at manufacturer' prices, havingthem shipped to Evans ton, the near-
est -- point, Instead of Salt Lake. I
think tbe same also in relation to
your stock.. I understand you were
making some efforts in this direction

the handling of your stock and
marketing it. Every step you take
in this direction will tend, to consoli-
date the interest of the people and
Increase your common comforts, and
will at the same time have the ten
dency to keep at arm 4 length Jews
and Gentiles who may be1 huntingchances to pick up what little money
you have to' spare, or to make what
money they can out of you. The
more you concentrate your business
relations and the greater degree of
confidence you beget one for an
other,thereby having and increasinga desire to build each other up, thu
less you will be troubled with
sharpers who thrust themselves in
to your towns and neighborhoods
wherever there is evidence of tho
existence of money. I feel that thi
is our duty as a people, to adopt this
cooperative manner of , doing our
business, In order to protect turselves
agattaac tne apint or greea, ana our
cnuuren to a great uegree irom the
contaminating influences that G n- -

tlles, as a general thing, carry wi i
them . wherever they have locate. I

among our people. We have been
taught for years to sustain Zion
Cooperative Mercantile Institution;ana our local merchants should buv
of them. But in all probability, if
you were combined in this valley in
your business relations,' instead cf
every little store in every settlement
in this valley being obliged to send
to Salt Lake or Ogden for supplies of
mercnanaise, it would be a matter
Of necessity to have ai centre here
such as they have in Ogden and Ijo
gan, only on a smaller scale, In whiel i
you might do your wholesale busi
ness direct, and so arrange it that
tho parent co-o- p ship to ytu most of
tne articles you need direct, that ybi i

need only go to the city,to "sort up,"instead of going for all of your sup- -
piles. - i uudk this would natura'lycome to be the result of a thoroughunion and combination of labor and
Interests in this valley; and I think
too mat your isolated position emi-
nently fits you for building up such
home trade. I v ,

The climate generally Is milder than
this, and consequently more pleas--
ant. The eastern and northern por-
tions are temperate,' neither very hot
nor,very cold. , In the southern por-
tion, as I have said, the summer js
long and warm; it is decidedly a hot
and a dry country, i ;

The country I visited last summer
further to tbe east and northeast,
tbe upper valleys, or valleys on the
Bio Grande del .Norte, which are in
Southern Colorado,! and run into
New4.Mexlco, to a 'fine Bgricultual
and- - grazing country. Fine moun-
tain streams come out of.the foot
hills to tbe broad valleys and open
plains. This region affords facilities
for flourishing settlements, as well
as for flocks and herds: and the cli
mate is as cool as that of Bear Lake
and the other elevated valleys of
Utah, and if not -- so severe winters
as in Cache and Fear Lake valleys,
at least something approaching
them. There are facilities for-man- y

fine, flourishing settlements in that
region of country;' and we are estab- -
nsn ing some colonies in luat.conslsi
ing mostly of emigrants from the
Southern States, with a., fewfronj
Utah to counsel and instruct them in
the art of irrigating the Boll and es-

tablishing settlements after the order,
of Zionii We flnd ourselves under
the necessity of sending a few more
to tnat region, and ' a Tew others to
different' localities, to assist in .es-
tablishing and maintaining our new
settlements!-- ; jwl.-?- ?

valley of Bear Lake lovely Indeed
It has seemed td me whenever I have
visited it; but It must be remem-
bered that I have never visited it
on ty when i t was covered wiu ereeu
Still, I understand that the country
is covered for many months in iho
year with the white mantle, and for
this reason many of you complain
of the long winters. ' But if it were
not for tbe hard, cold winters and
the melted snows, yon would not
have these beautiful j meadows and
green hills: you certainly have to
thank; the snows foe this blessing:
But JL have no doubt you will say
that you could do with 'a little less
snownd a little shorter winters,ana take a lit tie- - less grain and mea
dow. Well, I-- think I would do so
too. If I had the choosing' of cli
mates, I should not choose that In
which I should have to cut hay throe
months m tbe summer, and be six
or eight months feeding it out in the
winter, i tninkwttrt you I could
get along-wit- a little less snow4, if
had to sacrifice a- - little of the rich
meadow, and . at the same time,
corresjx ndlngly less moequitos and
flies. . And talking about flies, you
cannot begin to show flies like we
can in St. George; and they are not
tnis common i torse fly, they are the
pesky house fly that is ever ready to
contena witn you ror your meal, ,

Now, if I lived in Bear Lake val
ley, I believe I should! look upon It
as a very choice place to make mv
home;. .

and if once I settled down,L a i a msnouia not turns or moving- - away,or speakiaar of it as a very bail coun
try to 11 ve in. I have made it s ru le
never to forsake old friends in order
to take up with new ones; or to lay
aside an old wire for tne sake of get
ting a new one. The same rule
would apply to my living in this
northern country: once 'Ii settled
down I should not think of moving
away unless auty called me,' and ;Jn
that case of ' course I should dropa eta
everytning ana go witoout a wnim
per. : e on this stand an old
friend in Brother John Nebeker,
who moved down to 'our Dixie"
country, and after living there some
time, returned to Bear Lake. I do
not knoar how he feels about it,
Whether or not he. Is ready to make
bis borne with us again in St. George.
Bro. Nebeker: Not yet,'Bro;Snow.

Laughter.: I would say to you who
are doing wen. let well enough alone,
goon ana stick to what you hav
got.

- iou have a big countryherei-a- o much, in fact, that you
hardly know what to do with it. You

population than you have rsot:
and upon the whole it is a healthy
region. There may be some diseases
peculiar to this cold region, and some
feel, and that truly, that a warmer
miniate migut tenu to lengthen outtheir days, as well as add to their
bodily comfort I believe there Is no
onjecuon on toe pan Of anybodyua . mu , pcimuM uiuuhi iry a
warmer climate as may feel inclined
to da St. Tl'here is no ais post lion to
chain or fasten any body tothis coun-
try who may feel, that they crave,'
and; their health" and comfort ret
quire a warmer climate.

tag sort of men. The lot that was
assigned to me In Salt Lake City at
the time the pioneers entered;: Salt
Lake valley I retained until I was
sent to St. George, aud then I trans-
ferred It back to Pres. Young from
whom I received it, I have never
felt to change since located In St.
George; and if I had been located
upon a barren rock, I would have
packed soil enough to make a beauti-
ful home of it. And.' by the way,' I
believe the home I have, made has
cost me as much labor as if I had
hauled the earth on to it. I havo
had to manufacture a great deal of
what is now there; and so I may say
it has been with the greater part of
our town and "Dixie" County. Nat-
urally to look at It, it was a very for-

bidding country when we first settled
there. We were not allured to that
region by the green fields, the fine
extensive meadows such as you have
here. Th grass which we see upon
the surrounding hills Inviting the
flocks and herds to eat, and the flow-

ing crystal streams! of pure water
which make music, sweet and en-
chanting to the ear as they wend
their Sway through your, valleys to
the lake beyond, is in marked 'con-
trast to the natural , facilities of our
southern home. Why if I were to
tell vou half the truth, the most of
you would never want to go south to
live: but we are not in the habit of
picturintr the unpleasant features of
the country, but rather of speaking
the best we can about it, feeling that
we have need to do It. ' And there
are some who have had faitlr enough
and. stamina enough in them to
speak well of the country, and notli
ing short of faith and Mormon grit
could do it; whilewe wore doing th is
we did not forget to ask,the blessing
of God upon the land, and I need
hardly say that it has been through
His blessing that we have been pros-
pered and enabled to make beautiful
homes out of the once, forbidding,
sterile wastes. j ,

We were sent there to raise cotton
when our nation was thrown into
anarchy through a civil war, and
when it had become a question with
all Israel, "Shirts or fao shirt?" It
was shirts we were after; we 'went
to make cotton far mis, and it was
anything else but an inviting cott u
region. As I have said j no extensive
fields made the eye glad, but every-
thing looked as though the whole
country had been thrown together
in a irregular broken manner. The
water had to be raised from the low
channels in which it flowed,in quick-
sand bottoms by mean's of long and
expensive canals in order 'to get it
upon the bench lands. But now
through the blessing of the Lord,
and hard knocks, we i have a very
fine city inhabited by a pretty good
people. I --will say, however,, that
the country -- la not so very much
changed from what it kvaswhen we
Went there,excepting in a few places
where the peopleliave made inviting
homes; but the homes tha.t have
been made are the mode precious be
cause of the labor it has cost to make
them; and they axe prized more high-
ly on that account thab they other
wise would he. You may ask me, if
I ambeatingupror voloateers for that
region of country? Nt, not at all;
and yet the southern people would
welcome most heartily any Of the
brethren and sisters from Bear Lake
or any other section ofj the country
who may feel desiroujs of locating
among us, to share-witi- i us the rochs
and sands and the cactus and Uzard3.
I say, we shall welcome them most
heartily; and then --while they would
have to take their Shard, and maybe
more, of this natural product of our
south ten ellmater they, would also
share with those who labor for their
kindred and friends anjd . their own
exaltation, in the Temple which our
Father has graciously a(id in His in-

describable providence located
among us, aud permitted us to build,
with the help of the Saints general 'y
throughout theJTerritorJf .We feel
that there is a wise providence over-
ruling this. It is in such a country
that the wicked . .have no desire for
what they see around. They have
passed through it, and as a general
thing are satisfied not tot come back
again, there being nothing to induce
them to do so.

Prist; Tayixb referred n his re
marks this morning to myselr as
comiuji from the far Bouth, and as
travelinur extensively through the
country; and I feel led in my feel--
mgs to make some lemaras on ice
eouth country, and also the north,
and perhaps on some other portions
of the country through which I
have traveled.

Two years ago this summer I vis
ited the greater portion of the Ter-
ritory of Arizona; that is, I, with
others, passed through the north
western portions of the lerrltory,
along near the eastern boundaricM,
southward to the extreme south
eastern poTUons-ortrt-

e Territory, re- -

turnimg ihrougn rucson; crosseu
the desert tj the Gila, then crossed
Salt River and up through theTonta
Basin and over the Nookhoon to the
Little Colorado, aud obtained a very
general understanding of thecoun.
try and tbe condition and facilities
of the Territory; and also the wes-
tern portions of New Mexloo. Last
summer I also visited the south part
of Colorado; I passed along the line
of railroads from Ogdeu to Chey-
enne, thence possiDg south through
Colorado, on the east slue or the
mountains to Denver, and thence to
Pueblo on the Arkansas; thence
southeHMt to the Kk Grande Dei
Nort, and down that stream to the
New Mexico line. It is in coutem- -

Elation that myself and a few other
will visit, during the com- -

lng fall, tbe southeastern counties
of this Territory those now coun
ties, Emery nd Ban Juan, that
have been recently organized, and
the lower valleys on Grand River.
and from Grand JUver ito theSan
Juan and its tributaries, and the set
tlements that our people1 are forming
upon those streams, ana prooaoiy
we shall extend our travels runner
Into New Mexloo, and visit our new
settlements on the head waters of
the Little Colorado, and the tributa
ries of the Gila, along the borders of
New Mexico and Arizona.

The chief object of our visits is to
learn the facilities of the country,
and to look after the flock of Christ
and also to hunt after any that
might have strayed away, aud when
found to try to gather them to some
fold, where we can place some shep-
herd over, them who will endeavor
to feed them with the bread of life,
and keep them from being entirely
lost, or torn by wolves. . We shall
visit the new settlements as fast as
practicable.and the older ones also, to
labor among the people according to
our calling, to teach the people their
duty, and to organjze them as shall
be necessary, and to set in order all
things necessary for their develop
ment and erowth, and to maintain- -
the union anU fellowship of. the
Saints, and respect for the Gospel
and the order and government of
His Church and Kingdom.

There seems to be a necessity for
the Latter-da- y Saints to gather to
gether, and then to scatter a little,
anu men to gather a little, ana so
on; in other words, something after
the fashion of the bees: they go out
of the hive empty and return with
their legs and wings laden with
boney and bee bread.-- Now, Jf ail
can do this, we shall continue to
thrive in the hive of Deseret; but if,
on the other hand, we scatter and
waste and destroy the good we Jiaw,
we had better remain in the hive
until we shall have learned our duty
better. , s ' ' i ..

There is a tendency with some to
want to get way from the restraint
of the Priesthood and the earnest
teachings and admonitions of the
Gospel and the wholesome govern
ment that is maintained among the
Saints, in order to enjoy greater lib
erties, not greater liberties to sere
