Tabsrnacle Meeting. Yesterday
afternoon Elder Orson Pratt deliv-
ered an instructive and lucid dis-
course on the fulQUment of
ancient prophecy, in the in-

auguration of the great latte-

r-day svork of the Lord, and
the circumstances attending its

and progress thus far.
He quoted liberally from the Psalms
of David and the Book of Isaiah,
showing wkh remarkable clearness,
the verification, in the present
generation, of many of their inspir-
ed utterances.

Tha "Porlorn Hope." There was
a gathering of so-call- "liberals"
in front of the Wasatch Hotel
building, on Saturday night, but
the crowd was somewhat diminu-
tive. As our reporter approached,
Col. Maxwell was trying to say
9(methinir about the " nrocrfia nfo t 0
the liberal cause," whose advance-
ment he summed up very felici-
tously by calling it the "forlorn
hope," about the only true senti-
ment of the speech. He was high-
ly exercised over a report of the
Alta "liberal" meeting, published
in the Herald, which he character
ized as false. He comforted him-
self, however, with stating that he
considered abuse from the "Mor-
mon" press as complimentary.
Seeing he got sa angry about that
report everybody could see how
true that was. Henceforth he was
going to hold the publishers of ani-
madversions upon himself person-
ally responsible, whereat we sup-
pose the reportorial and editorial
fraternity felt ta shrink, figurative-
ly speaking, into their boots, in
spired with a tremulous fear of this
powerful genus homo. One of the
richest announcements of the
evening was that made by this
speaker when he asserted that him-
self and colleagues of the Alta
meeting went to bed sober. ThL
statement was greeted with yells,
Urged with derision, from his own
side, as much as to say, that's too
transparent, or that's impossible,
or something of that sort; or you'll
hare to get Geo. L. "Woods to swear
to that, as he diJ to semsthing
similar before.

Seeing that everybody who tells
the truth about George R. is going
to be Fquelched, we may as well
say that he is abut the best, most
high-tone- d and gentlemanly person
of the party with which he is iden-
tified. It pains us much to be un-

able to say more for the party of
the "forlorn hope."

R. N. Baskin was the next speak-
er, he giving about the same mix-
ture that he deals out on every
similar occasion, which is becom
ing rather stale. He talked a good
deal about the social institutions of
the "Mormons," denouncing them
furiously. Coming from that source

especially, such denunciations are
decidedly rich, amusingly so, in
view of a little circumstance or
two. He pitched into the "Mormon"
religion, winding off by saying that
nobody wanted to injure any peo-

ple because of their religion, "as
long as it was a religion." He then
wanted to state what wasn't reli
gion, or shouldn't be. Only think
of it this individual as an authority
on religion; well, there's no use of
cautioning anybody to be careful in
receiving him in that capacity.

McKean, alias tha "white souled, '

The membors of the
LT. S. Geological and Geographical
Survey of the Territories, Dr. F. V.
H Hyde a in charge, wid leave
Washington for tho rendezvous ol
the expedition at Denver this week,
aud the various divisions will be
in the fiel.i within ten days. The
expedition for 1876 has ben organ-
ized as follows: Prof. F. V. Hay-de- n,

geologist, in charge; Captain
Jas. Htevensau, executive ottlcer;
Dr. Elliot Cowes, secretary, iu
charge of natural historical depart-
ment. The first division will be
composed of A. D. Wilson, topo-
grapher in charge; F. M. Endlich,
geologist, and Wm. Atkinson, topo-
grapher. It is designed that this
division shall complete the explo-
ration of a small portion of Colo-
rado lying near the Utah line.
Then move northward on the west
side of the Kocky Mountains aud
join forces with the division which
will begin operations in the neigu-borhoo- d

of the White Riveragency.
The second division will consist of
Henry Garuett, topographer, in
charge; Dr. A. C. Peale, geologist,
Robert Adam?, a?slstaut: James
Stevenson, executive ofliuer. This
division will proceed to a region
known as Sierra la Hal, from wuicn a
portion of the expedition was driven
last year by a band of I ndians com-
posed of renegade Utes and Nava- -

joes, and in consequence of whick
tuis section of th Territory was
left without examination. ihe
third division will haveG. R. Bech- -

ler, topographer, in charge, assisted
by a geologist and mineralogist.
This division will make its way
w st through the Middle Park,
commencing its labors at the west-
ern rim of this park, workiag along
the northwestern part of Colorado,
joining with Clarence King's sur
vey of the 40th parallel. The fourth
division will be placed under the
charge of Dr. Elliott Cowen, with
an assistant in natural history.
This division will be devoted to
zoological research. It will not be
conn ned to any particular locality,but will traverse the entire moun-
tainous portions of the country,
making collections of birds, ani
mals, shells, plants, and insects,
studying the habiis and determin
ing tha geographical distribution
of all forms of animal and vegeta
ble life. Dr. Hayden will take an
assistant and make an extended
tour over a greater portion of the
entire country in order to summar
ize the labors of the survey for the
last three years iu Colorado. It is
the intention to complete the sur-
vey of Colorado this year. Wash-
ington- Star, July 27.
