A FAITHFUL. ELDER GONE TO
REST.

TRIBUTE OF RESPECT TO THE MEMORY
OF ELDER JOSEPH WKILER FROM
OSg WHO WAS HIS COMPANION AS A
MISSIONARY.

Salt Lake City,
August 9Lh, 15j.

It b&s pleased Almighty God, our
Eternal Father, in His divine provi-
dence, to remove from our mitist, by
the hand of death, our beloyed brother
and fellow-labore- r, Elder Joseph Wei-le- r,

who departed this life August 4th,
A.I). 1885, at his resldeuce in bait Lake
City, leaving behind & dear wife aud
seven beloved children and a host of
warm friends to mourn his loss.

He is the son of Bishop Jacob and
Mrs. Anna Weiler, and was bom In
Chester County, Penn.,Nov. 17th, 1830.
His parents gathered with the Latter-da- y

Saints at Nauvoo in 1841, and
shared their sufferings in that place
during their persecutions and the mar-
tyrdom of their ProDhet and Patriarch.
Joseph and Hyrum Smith.

Nothing Dut the expulsion ol the
Saints from the United Saints would
appease the wrath of the citizens of
Illinois, hence the Salnti were com-
pelled to flee from civilization to
gratify religious wreiudices. and eek
an asylum in the fastnesses of the
Rocky. Mountains, surrounded by
thousands of wild and hostile Indians.

They left their city of Nauvoo, in
184i, and reached Council Bluffs. where
they spent the winter, and In 1847
Joseph with his parents, joined the
orave pioneers, enuuring the hardshipsof a long and tedious journey across
the trackless desert, and through
mountain gorges, among numerous
tribes of savage Indians, and aided in
laying the. foundatkm of the city of
Salt Lake, where he has made it his
home ap to the time of his death.

He united himself with the Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-da- y Saints
in early cnuanooa, oeing instructed in
th principles of the everlasting Gos- -

el, oy his parents, ana the servants ot
iod. He received the Holy Priesthood

and has honored every calliDg therein,
laitutuiiy, to tne oeaiui nis aonity, it
being the height Of his ambition to aid
in the promotion of the kingdom of
God upon the earth. He tilled every

to which he was called withEosiiion himself and great credit to
the cause of truth and the Church of
God.

At the April Conference in ImH he
was called to take a mission to Europe,and after laboring several months in
England he was assigned the presi
dency of the Holland mission, where
he labored assiduously, until his release
to return home, inl8jU7.

He acquired the Hollands language,
which required months of patieut
study; after which he superintendedthe translation of the Voice of Warn-
ing in that language, and published
1,000 copies, which were distributed
through the Kingdom of Holland.
While in the performance of these
arduous duties he contracted a severe
cold, which settled on his lungs, caus
ing him to spit blood ireely, and from
this disease he never recovered. Not-
withstanding his bodily afflictions, a
more ardent and devoted lover of the
Gospel of Jesus Christ or untiring
aud earnest worker in the cause of
truth never lived upon the earth. He
would rather meet death at his post
than shirk a responsibility required of
him, or retire from his labors until
honorably released by the authoritythat sent him into his missionary Held.
His unflinching integrity, his Godlike
and pure example won the the love and
admiration of the Saints, as well as
that of strangers, and all with whom
he had the privilege of forming an ac-

quaintance.
Let the Saints emulate his virtues,

and practice his examples while theyare permitted to remain in mortality,that when they are called to pass the
trying ordeal that awaits all the liv-
ing, they may leave behind them as un --

sullied a record as our beloved brother,
Elder Joseph Weller, has done.

He is now released from the pains of
mortality and his earthly sufferings aud
gone for his beloved wife, dear children
and warm friends to receive the re-
ward of the righteous it the kingdom
of our God.

May the comforting influence of the
Holy Ghost inspire the hearts of his
bereaved family and friends, that they
may bear up under this severe stroke
of divine providence and prove true to
all their sacred covenants, never fall-
ing to acknowledge the hand of the
Lord In all things, that they may be
worthy to again meet their husband
and father in the morning of the first
resurrection, never more to be sepa-
rated.
