CARDSTON BISTRICT
HARVESTING BUMPER CROPS

CARDSTON, Canadna, Aug. 23—A
most distressing accident occured last
Friday afternoon near ‘Tayvlorville. Mr.
F. Sommerfeldt with his wife and
family, consisting of slx children,
have heen living on the ‘*Bert' Barbher
ranch. On the day mentloned Mrs,
Sommerfeldt left the baby, only four
and a half months old, asleep'in the
cradle and started across the ‘field
two miles away with her husband’s
dinner, leaving a little girl six years
old in charge of the babe and two
other children yvounger than the lit-
tle mother. The mother was scarcely
out of sight from the home when
tire which must have heen smounder-
ing in the ceiling, broke out and soon
enveloped the house. The little girl
took the two little ones who could

baby was rescued, but so badly burn-
ed that it was not recognizable.
