REMAINS INTERRED.

Simultaneously with the Ceremonies at
Hatficld a Memorial Service Was Held
At Westminster Abbey.

London, Aug. 81,—~The ~ remains of
Lord Salisbury were interred today be-
gide thoge of his wife in  the burlial
groundg of the Cecils at Hatfleld, The
arcangements were of the most nrivate
and simple character, All the children
of the deceaged were present, as were
also Premier Balfour, Lord Eelborne
and a few intimate neighbors, Other-
wise the mourners were made up of
the dead statesman's tenants, retain-
ers and inhabitants of Hatfield, The
coffin was carried to and from the pars
{sh church by old retainers. Simultan-
eously a memorial service was held in
Westminster abbey, which was attend-
