Allahabad reports an archicalogical
dkcoxcry ot some Importance at
Mahesaar, In Singapore district,
rioine children while playing among
the iuius there, unearthed two
beautiful croupe of statuary cut
from hard black basaltic stoue,
found near Gjo. Both represent
mythological deities, with Icatuies
of tbe tyre. The
central figure stands on a lotus and
its four hands grasp a club, a wheel,
the lotus and a couch. On the head
Is a tiara three inches in height,
which, with earrings, necklace,
bracelets, waist chain, and sacred
thread are rendered with a wonder-
ful degree of delicacy and finish.
To the right and left stand the
figures of Lalami, the goddess of
uealth, and Saraswati, who patron-
ized learning, each ten inches in
height Round the central group
are seven minor deities, armed with
bows and arrows aud riding on
horses and elephants. The entab-
lature Is surmounted by the head of
Avatar, known as Xrisiugha.

The second piece of carving Is
similar and tbe workmanship,
though good, Is not equal to the
other group. It is sixteen inches
hljb, twenty inches broaJ and six
inches deep and represents tbe
Paupanlc Goddess. History and
tradition are alike silent as to the
origin of these curious relics. The
keenest excitement was caused by
the discovery among tho Hindoo
population. Apart from the in-

trinsic value of tho carvings, which
Is considerable, they are objects of
worship. During their temporary!
sojourn at the local police station,
Uiey were visited by crowds and
smothered with sweet oils and
flowers.
