If the estimate of an eminent mining
authority in Butte is accepted, the cop-
per production in Montana last year
broke all records of the state, says an
eastern exchange, In view of the sevs
eral gshutdowns of Amalgamated proper-
tles, the gsiatement that Montana,
which I8 practically the Butlte distriet,
produced not less than 300,000,000 pounds
of copper s almost beyond belief, but
the authority referred to gays the pro-
duction amounted to fully that, al-
though no officlal fAgures are avallable,
On those figures the production in 1603
excended that of any previous year by
fully 60,000,000 poundg. The highest pre.
vious production was in 1802, the estl-
mate for which wag 240,000,000 pounds,
official figures not belng avallable, The
lnst official Ngures on record in Butle
are for 1001, tn which year the produc-
tion was 228,000,900 pounds,

If the produotion last year reached
300,000,000  pounds, the Amalgamated
produced about 240,000,000 pounds, the
remalinder being contributed by the oth.
ar operators in the distriet, As pre-
viously estimated, the dally shipment
of ore from the Rutte mines to the
smelters amounts to abouy 12,600 tons,
