other authoritie. of the Stake.

After alngiHg and prayer, Preet.
ClaH Btated the objects of tbe con
ference and called fox the bishopsto make such report.

Bishop Balmen, of CoalTllle, and
Biahop Bt&ley of Upton, reported
the condition of their wards. Prest.
Cluff could excuse many who were
absent, securing their crops,, as it
is seldom that we have such good
crops as we hare this year.

Clufl
and his: coonselorsv who then de-
clared : that ' tbe southeast corner
atone was duly and properly laid
Prayer by Counselor Alma El- -

posited several books published by
the Church, also a roll con talningthe names, offices, and genealogies
or ail tne ecclesiastical authorities
of Bummlt Stake, when a cap stone
was securely placed over the whole.

President (Jlutz then adjournedthe meeting to the bowery, so aa to
be sheltered rrom tne xc?sive
beat of the bub.

Oh arriving at the Ltowery, Pres
ident Franklin D. Richards ad-
dressed the Saints on the subject of
building a Stake House,. to worship
1b, so as not to be exposed to the
oppressive heat; and explained tn&t
the liord revealed to the Prophet
Joseph how to build Temples in
Ohio and Nauvoo, and why the
first , comer. . stone is laid in the
southeast corner of the building.

He informed as that the drouth
this summer is eo excessive that
the Weber river is dry for marjy
miles, and persons .can cross it at
most anywhere, en the rocks. He
exhorted the Saints net to be dis-

couraged by this dry season; for the
Lord had gathered us here, and it
was "a Rood country to make Mor
mons," to train them in their sev-
eral, dntles. and we' ought to be
thankful to the Lord for it. He
then blessed the people.

enemies are. exhorting all theli
powers to crush us as a reople. and
deprive ua ef all our rigbts.altheugh
toey are guaranteed us ny the uon
stltutlon. He then elucidated the
difference between a Court of .Law,ana a joun or juqaity. The

trying to do all tbe good they
can, so that if we live right
we can die right, lie prayed
tne Xiord to Pleas tne saints, and
prosper them in every good work.
