every year, some events would be
found to tit them. JJut the more
definite prophecies supposed to be
fulfilled in the utj of a Learn on
land and sea, the invention of the
electric telegraph, balloons, tun-
nels through the mountains and
under tho sea, diving suits, the
use ef Iron ship?, the fresh discov-
eries of gold, winding up with the
prediction that the earth shall come
to an end in 1SS1, are all very mod-
ern forgeries. Take the following,
which we clip from the IJustwn
Journal of a few days fciuct :

A llemarkable Prophecy. The
following which is known as "Mo-
ther Shlpton's Prophecy," was first
published in II58, ami republished
in 1011. It will be noticed that all
the events predicted in it, except

The substance of the above is
firt found in what purported to he
a Jac simile reprint of the 1641 edi-
tion of Mother Shipton, "edited"
by "Kdwin Pearson" and published
in Tjondon a few jTears ago. It has,
however, been still further modern-
ized since its then late issue, to in-
clude a hit at one of Kngland'sstatesmen. The lino which now
reads'

I'.usUnd shall at last admit a Jew,

read in the reprint we have cited
England shall at last admit a foe.

1 n Hie eisrntn line, "no Horse or
as" ha3 been extended at the ex
pense of the metre to make it more
pointed by the addition of the two
words in italics; and the two lines

Water shall yet more wonlers da,
Now strange, yet shall be true,

have been added by a lioet who
wrote a very lame hand indued if
this was his best.

The use of the word
as appnea to a wheeled vehicle,
totally unknown to the times of
1148, when the prophecy was dated,was sumcient to put any thought-ful critic on his guard, and few sen-
sible men admitted the genuine-
ness of the "remarkable" prophecy.A comparison of the reprint with
an old edition of Mother Shipton
showed that about a dozen of the
most clever pieces in the later book
were new. After a spirited discus-
sion of their merits, Mr. Charles
Hind ley of Ilrighton, came before
the public in a letter and acknowl-
edged that the entire piece we have
quoted above, and some ten others,
more or less striking, contained iu
his reprintof 1SG2, were pure inven-
tions of his own, composed to make
the is-u- e a successful business ad-

venture. The whole of this "re-
markable prophecy," therefore,
which notes all the modern discov-
eries and proposes to wind up all
mundane ad'aiis iulSSl, was first
wrought, with many others of like
character, out of the brains of Mr.
llindley in lbo2.

llefore closing wa may notice
another invention which was at
first passed around as a vtiitable
Mother Shipton prophecy:

When princes get tipsy on arrack,
And farmers grow thin on cold meat;

When soldiers kok red in their barrack,
And bog-gar- look blue in the street;

When monarchs with purest intentions,
To settle a'l.natioual qualms,

Assemble in holy conventions,
And study the prophets and psalms;

Strange- things uivn wet land and dry
land,

Ou wood land and waste land shall be,
And oat Uud, and whe.it land, and rye

land
Together be sunk iu the sen!

After Mother Shipton had been
hunted through iu vain for this
production, it was ascribed to "Nos-
tradamus," but turned out to have
been a clever hit at the subject un-
der discussion, in a literary gather-
ing, bv the poet Praed.

Iso one can justity this style of
literary forgery. Many a person
has been ereatly disturbed by the
supposed fulfillment of all Mother
Shinton's prophecies, save that
which ends the world "in eighteen
eighty-one.- " As the first part of
these predictions was written only
nrteen vears aero, when an 01 11
