and of suspended pre-emptio-

at the expiration of the ten years,
on making proof of such fact bynot less than two credible witness
es: Provided, That only one quarter

Sec. 2465. Every person applying

for the benefit of the preceding
section shall, upon application to
the register of the land oflice 1n
which he is about 4o make-suc- h

entry, make affidavit before I he
register or receiver that such entryis made for the cultivation of tim
ber, and upon filing1 his aflldavit
with the register and recei ver, and
on payment of ten dollars, he shall
be permitted tQ enter the .quautity

given or patent issued therefor
until the expiration of at least tea
