It was a close shave
with him. I believe they dosed him
with whisky, as they do in the case of
rattlesnake bites. The peculiarity of
the bite of the beloderma is that the
poison has no extreme local effect, but
almost Immediately affects the heart."

In Ki8t a piratical adventurer named
Benjnmiu Ha uie persuaded the Great
IClector to sanction an ejepedition to
iluinea under the Brundenburur flai;.
Raule lauded near Cape Three Points, a
few miles to tne west of iCape Coast
castle, made a treaty with the natives,
who engaged to acknowledge the Elec-
tor as their suzerain, and for a siigut
t'onsitjeratlon obtained agraut of land,
in 1K2, upon the strength of this, the
Herman African Company was formed,one of the shareholders belnif theKleetor himself, and in lis3 Major 'onler Groetjen, the represeoutive of the
home government, built a fort which
he called Gross Friedrlchsborg. In
1W4 a negro embassy appeared in Ber-
lin, and Von Uroebvu, who accom-
panied the mission, created a xivat
sensation at the Court of Branden-
burg by presenting his negro wile to
his sovereign. The Dutch from the
beginning did their utmost to ruin the
colony, aod in IGS8 the Governor of
Elmina destroyed the plantations, and
captured the tort, which, though it
was (subsequently redeemed for 7,200
ducats, by Frederick William I. has
longlnce been deserted and well- -
nlgh forgotten. One ot the guns from
the old stronghold has, however, been
recently recovered, and has been
placet! In the Hall of Fame at Berlin as
the uplque relic of Germany's first ex-
periment in African colonization
AT.

The Sulphur Mines of Sicily.
In Sicily at the end of the middle

Miocene period, the sulphur bearingwas raised, and lakes were formed In
which occurred the deposition of sul-
phur and its accompanying pypsuin,I ri poll arid siliciotis limestone. The
sulphur rock is composed of sulphurand marly limestone, the sulphur beingsometimes disseminated through the
liiijetoiHs and at other i forming thin
alternate Jayers with It. These sulph-

ur-bearing seams are ofteu sepa-
rated by layers of black marl, twentyinches thick, aosaeeieatns-attaintni- r

thickness of t wenty-eig- ht feet. The
total ag!?resatcHiielcnsss of the sul-
phur seams reaches too feet In one
case, but the average, total Is 10 to 12
fnet ouly.
