I have been shot twice replied
Colonel Grunt My first wound I re
calved during this Vickiburg campaign
In a skirmish near the Black rover The
conCederate had retreated to Ihe river
and I with a number of others wis
running after them I was on horseback
and when I got to the bank of the river
I saw many the rebelsot swimming
lor the opposite shore I stopped my
horse and was watching these fellows
when some one on Ihe opposite bank
fired at me hitting me on the thigh

11aliest and seemingly least important
details his side at tire battle
of l mpiaMr when he gave Gen-
eral Logan orders to storm the enemys
line which move resulted in the capture
uS 3 ooo prisoners and of all the conf-
ederate artillery After wing that
order he turned and almost in the same
breath told one of his escort to dismount
and give a drink of water to a poor
wounded soldier near by During toe
siege ol Vicksburg seemed to work
day and night He was the first to get-

a mn as his grandfather was My

lathers character was what I believe a
stood Christian leader would consider
