chance without neglecting our duties
nearer home.

I returned from Montezuma yes-
teminy. WBrother Hyde bas put in a
dam and wheel close to the Fort, at
a coat of $400, which is a comp]r-h
success, It is 16 feet diameter and
12 feet breast, and has a capacity of
22,000 gallum per hour. It was
!muring out waler yesterday in a
way that was very encouraging. It
will furnish Bros. Hyde and Hns-
kell all the water they want to use,
and more {oo. Bro, Davis al=o has
a wheel at the same place, nearly
finislied, and Bro. Cox has com-
pleted one at this place. These all
promize to do very well, and I am of
opinion that most of the land that is
brought under cultivation un this
wiver will De irfdgated by ralsing
the water wilh ecurrent wheels, as
that 15 the cheapest and safest way,
owing to the peculiarities of this
stream and valley.

We have oxpendml abont $4,000
this spring on our diteh, and will
have spent $10,000 in Jabor before
we have a permanent stream secur-
ed Lo the settlement; which will not
be before next season, although 1
think we are pretty sure of a crop
this season from the high water.
We have had beautiful weather all
winter, which is the best time in
the year to do our hard work., The
weather is now getting to be quite
warm, and the river is beginning to
rise,

Mr. Critchlow, of the D. and R.
G, surveying part.y returned a few
days ago, having gone no farther
than Escalante. He says the coun-
try is altogether too rough to Lhink
of putting arailroad through it.

Ip presume very little farming will
be done at Montezuma, as there will
be no water out execepting thut rais
el out by the wheels, on aca.unt of
the rest of the people being unabile
to unite in getting out a diteh.
There should be 10 or 15 families
more there,and [ would respectiully
suggest that it would be well to send
a lfew families direct to that place, ns
olherwise thosze who are desirable
seltlers are in favor of stopping st
this place, because we 'are stronger
in numbers and have our meetings,
schools and other institutions of the
Saints established and iu good run-
ning order.

We have no trouble with the Indi
ans excepting a few renegade Nava-
joes who will steal our horses once
ina while. Asfar as 1 knowthe
Indians on both sides of the river
are feeling well towards our people,

Brothers Hyde and Haskell will re-
sult in good feeling bLeing exercised
townrds us by both Utes and Nava-
joes, for they have learned that
these brelhren are relhl:le, and what
they say to them is perfectly
straight These bLrethren seem in-
terested and salisfled in the miission,
and will be a tower of strength to
the Bainls zettling in this valley.

I am sorry tosay that there are a
few persons on the river who have
followed us from the settlement and
have no respect for the rights of
white men or Indians, and by the
course they pursue tend o create
trouble between us and our neigh-
bors, both white and red, for many
of these fail to discriminate bet ween
“Mormons” and Lat Baints,
