FAVORABLE PBOSPKCTS

The last Mexican colonization law is

over any subsidized railroad or steamer
ou their way to tbe cedouy. Uudet
ebrtaiu couait ious tbe xoveriiineut wilt
also advauce them rueuus to build their
homes and pay each adult from the
public treasury twenty-fiv- e ct-nt.- -

a day, snd cbildien half that
amount, until they are thoroughly
established and c&n sustain them-
selves. Besides this, liberal premiums
are offered for the planting of trees,
and each colouist must receive a cer-
tain portion of land for which a nomi-
nal price must be paid within ten
years.
