About two=and-a-
half miles of pretty heavy work will be
required’ to ot this water upon the
summit or upper end of the Mesa, We
judged it would cost from 310,000 1o
sln, 00, Afwr ooce on Lthe sammit it
will follow a plouga for niles, for the
whole Mesa bas a gentle slope to the
gouth for 30 miles till it drops off into
the San Juan river.  Aboul hall wuy
from the foot of the mountaio to the
river, on this Mesa, is found one of the
most besutifual places for s city that |
ever saw, having a jgrand view
of a large district of counntiry, embrac-
ing the Henry Mountains, west of the
Colorado River in Utah, tully 1108 injles
off : then tothe southwest in full wview
are the Calabasa range, fur away 1n
Arizona; to the southeast the Chucke-
luck raoge, aldo In Arizons, is 1o plai
wight. At the epstern slope or end of
Lhis runge is seen i very noteéd pod
called the Cathedral; we traveled hu
duys in sight of this noted isudmark.
Sweeping the horizon with the oy,
still farther to the castwe bhehold Lhe
snow-capped mountaios of southiwest-
ern Colorado, fully 100 miles distant
They ure calleil Parrot, Dolores, Man-
cos, Rico, e¢te. The celebrated l'|.
Mouatain, where the Ute Indlans mude
the late Lrnuhl- with the cowboys, is
aulso in full view from this point, about
60 miles cast, 1 lone mountain in  the
midst of the Ute reservation. Dircetly
north we have a grand view of the
Bluc Mountains with their sunow-
capped peaks and green slopes cou-
ered with rich vegetation to their tory
tops. Northwest, and about 40 miley
, we get a flne view of the EIK

Mountaius, with two ve r; promiuent
peaks on the south part of the woun-
tain called the *‘Bear's Ears' or
“Wooden Shoes.'! This mountain, as
well as the Blue, is covered with a tloe
growth of pine timber, called the lonz

When we came to this place wein-
voluntarily called a halt and took off
our hats and gazed upon this beautitul
aight, and one and all agreed that this
was the flnest site for a city we ever
beheld

This **White Mesa'" is bounded on
the east by a deep gulch, in the bottom
of which Hows the Recapture Creek on
its way to the San Juan river. Some
seasons it dries up and does not reach
the river. Op the west of the Mesa we
find another deep gulch called Cotton-
wood Wash, where great tloods of
water at t‘lmen zo rushiegz down Into
the San ;JJuan River. These dry washes
are fonnd all over the country, head-
ing from the mountaing to either the
“lolorado River on the west or to the
San Juan on the east, aud between
these washes are found these ‘‘mesas’’
extending the same length as do the
washes. [ppn these wesas fine soll,
for farming, fruit raising and grazing
is always ound. Where runuing wa-
ter cannot be obtained, reservoirs
can be bullt avtl any amount of water
stored, and thus can these now desert
wastes be made into beauytiful tarms,
orchars, vineyards, and gardens, for
the joy and comfort of man; and if we
do not go to and occupy tbese lands
others soon wiil, for popalation 18
crowding out In that direction.

THREE HUNDRED FAMILIES
