Editor Deseret AVic: .
A little over two years afgd the El

ders first camo into this settlement,
about six miles below here. One Sun
day they preached but I could not go.

"How
many wives has Brlgham Youngf" and
thev told him. "Enough to let other
men's (wives alone." Then some of
the crowd laughed and some were aa- -
irrv. - i

ine Kuencame. according to prom
ise; they bad a good crowd and every
thing went oa an rignt, so 1 invitea a.
Caziar to cctbe to my house and asked
several of my friends to come in that
night and ' we asked him many ques- -
tkass. Out he seemed to have an an
swer for them all. Then lies began to
spread aad the d to race: but A.
Caziar Cime to mv bouse a&aln and I
bad love lor that man mat 1 never nan
(of anv man before. He stayed all
niarht with me, and we talked about
religious matters. I told him that I
sever wanted to be a Mormon, for I
thought there was good in alii churches,
and I was a Baptist and would remain
so. fie kindly langaeo, uma . i can
almost fancy I see his smiles
now. He was called home iand about
Christmas two other Elders came into
tbe settlement and I asked them to
come to my bouse. The KJnerS came
and talked with me and I couild not help
Denevmg what tney said wane theywere there, but as soon as the Elders
would leave some one would tell a big
story about tnem ana l wouia iorget
what they had said. But somehow or
other I would alwavs ask them to
come back to my bouse, and I thank
uod that t did. 1 tnonght it tne ixru
answered Joseph Smith's prayers he
would answer mine, ana as 1 wanted
to know it what the Elders told me
was true I went to work and tbe more
I prayed and read tho stronger I got,
until . I got to I did not believe the
tales that I would hear about them :
and I asked them to have prayers in
my bouse one night, and they prayed
for me and my family and all that
would work works of righteousness.
and it so rested on mv mind tnat I
kept asking the Lord to aid aud assist
me in tne Knowledge 01 the truth, that
I could pes that the Lord bid answered
my prayers. 1 1 asked mv brother- -
in-la- w one day what be thought of the
aoctrine, tor ne naa reaa many 01
their books and he said ho thought
they were good men, bus he did not
think any of u could live here if we
were to loin them. I said to hlra I have
a notion of trying it, so f said some-
thing to my wife about it and she did
not say much about it: however.! said
to the Elders I believed I Would be
baptized. .They took the pains to tell
me a great deal about the Gospel and
oa tbe ad day of May, 1885, 1 was ban
tued, and I can say that I never have
regretted it.
