A Scene In the House of Commons.
London, June 26. In the Commons

last evening Morley moved to censure
the government for its administration
of the Irish crimes act. He accused
Balfour of great inaccuracy In his
statements regarding the prosecu-
tions, of injustice towards prisoners,
of backing their appeals and allowing
them to be maltreated. A crying in
stance of the perversion of the law
was the conviction of Dillon.

Goschen replied that it was the in
troduction of anarchist' ideas and a
new and immoral contemplation of the
duties of a citizens, that made Ireland
what it was. The government.conscl-ou- s

of a Just administration, was ready
to meet the motion in every respect.

In the Commons .today the debate
was resumed on Morley's motion cen-

suring the government for its admin-
istration ol the Irish crimes act.

Wm. O'Brien held that the "plan of
campaign" never, really troubled: the
people, ana mat tnsy approved it.

Chaplain (conservative) asked who
were more responsible for the suffer-
ings of the people under the League
than certain English politicians who,
only a few years ago, were its worst
foes. It might suit some to forget, but
everybody knew if there was one man
In England who was more responsible
than another for the atrocities of the
League, it was the leader of the oppo-
sition, who seemed to forget how be
ha1 encouraged them. Cries of
"shame," "withdraw."

Gladstone, on rising, was receivea
with great cheers. He asked what was
more significant about the state, of
Ireland than the fact that 19 out of 88
nationalist members had been sent to
prison. He ventured to say if they
went to tneir constituencies an tnese
10 men would be returned by larger
majorities than before, if only because
they were sufferers through the wrosg
doing or the government, ine gov
ernment's vote might be against them,
but their ultimate appeal was to puo
lie opinion. i

TUB CENSURE MOTION

was rejected, 360 to 203,
Gladstone, in the course oi nis re

marks, said those who denounced the
"plan ol camoalarn" had to meet tne
contention that the plan' was framed
when Parliament refused to meet the
necessities of the tenants.
