Then
thele are the raucbhes and Lhe oal-
tle business, that help It is also
the terminus of the dearest ratlroad
in Awmerlea, the Denver Pacifie.
Prices of all goods are as high,if not
higher, at retail than in Salt Lake
City, and it is generally conceded
that we sellon smaller margins of
protit than any town or city in the
west, The good old time of shent
pershent have vanished from our
mountain lhowme, Nothing but
close attention to busivess will
make successful merchauts to-day.

The next town in our catalogue
Is Laramie—sober, grave, and solid,
having no Black Hills excilement
to help it, but, what is better,man-
ufacturing interests. Immense
milroad shops are crected there.
The great U. P. rolling mills are
there, and the Territorinl peniten-
tiary is also there. The famous
(Centenuial miue is located some 30
miles from the town, nud is spoken
of as likely to be a great bonanzain
the ‘“‘sweet bye and bye.”

As an opportunity occurred to
visit the U. 5, Penitentiary, 1 Jid
80, and as our ewn is little better
than an old sieve, I thought 1
would compare notes. Theinstitu-
tion is in charge ef Mr. N. 8. Spl-
cer, a very competent and able
officer. The bullding is 72 feet
long, 24 feet high inside, and 42 feet
wilde. There are three tiers ot
cells, reached by iron stalrways on
the inside, on each corneyr. Near
the entrance a frame work ia so
placed that the guards eaunot be
reached by the prisoners, while
they, armed with Winchester
rifles, can rake the avenues in front
of the cells. In justice to the
gaards I maay say that very few
have ever escaped froma such a
place. During the day theconviets
make brick, hoe potatoes, with the
vigilant eye and ready rifle always
upon them. There were 54 convicls
when [ was there, thirleen of them
murderers. 1 stayed inside when
the men quit work in the evening,
and when the strong doors were
fastened and the convicts fillng
past, I felt the alr rather close, and
thought that I would as soon be
turned loose with some wild hensts
as with some men who were there,
Of course many were there on
short terms, and the majority had
committed light offences, but
guards have to be men when in
charge of thirteen murderers with-
out being fettered in any way. I
=aw one convict, heavily ladened
with r\awolry, who had been shot
in trying to escape from the potatoe
pateh. Everything about the
prison was a model of order aud
neatness. A gentleman named
House, who had served in the U. 5.
army against Utah in 57, was In
charge of the inside.

In brief I give it as my opinion
that no set of men of a like charao-
ter have ever been treated with
more Kindness and humanity than
the paisoners [ saw seemed to be.
Reformation, and not punishment
was the object, as such insti-
tutions should always aim to ac-
complish,

On a dark night the rolling mills
should be visited.

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The Legal Age to Marry.

An interesting report has recent-
Iy been presented L0 the British
House of Commons showing the
earliest age at which marriagescan
be legally soleminized in each of the
States and Countinents of Euarope.
In Austria the age of discretion,
both for males and females, is four-
teen. In Huawngary, male: cannot
coutract thelr marriage until they
have completed their fourteenth
Year, nor females until they are
twelve. In Russia eighteen years
for males and sixteen for females
are the periods of life at which
marriage. may be contracted In
'l‘urker there is no general law on
the subject. The Italinn law fxes
eighteen years for males and fifteen
for females. Prussia sanctions mar-
riage in the case of males on the
completion of their elghteenth
year, and the fourteenth in the case
of females. The law in France,
states the earliest age at which
marriages can be contracted to be
vighteen years in the cas» of males
aud fifteen in the case of females,
but powers of dispension are
reserved by the code. The Bel-
gian code isthesame as the French.
The law in Denmark fixes the age
of twenty for the man and sixteen
for the girl. In Greece males can-
not marry until fourteen years of
age nor females before twelve. In
Hesse Darmstadt and Baden the
consent of parents is neceasary in
the case of men until they are
twenty-one. The completion of
eighteen years by males and sixteen
by females is necessary in the Neth-
erlands, and in Saxe-Coburg Gotha
no male is permitted to marry be-
fore he hasattained his twenty-first
year. In Saxony the legal age for
males is eighteen; for feraales six-
teen years. According to the a-
mended paragraph of the new Ger-
man eivil marriage bili the ages
would be respectively twenty and
sixteen years, instead of eighteen
aud fourteen as in a draft vill. In
some of the cantons of SBwitzerland
the law as Lo the ages of the con-
tracting parties is as high astwenty
years for males and seventeen for
fomales, and in others as low as
fourteen for males and twelve for
females.— K.
