BREWERIES AXD SALOOXS.

The Form The Liqaor TrafUc I
Asualuj.

Since the opening of the present
year Uicre has been a great Increase
Inthenumuirof low beer saloons
In this city ani the explanation
which Is ollereJ for the purpose 0f
accounting for this undeslrcable
gmwlh is thl: Tho breweries are
the real Cwrirrs of these InstltuUons,
and rurnlsU the money to stock and
fit them up, and par the license, the
ostensible owner being In reality
only an agent. It is asserted that
a man who U widely known asjJ'goid fellow" among the classes
who patronize such rrsortiand who
can bring around him a large fol-
lowing of that kind, can readily
arrange with one of the breweries to
set him up In business, even though
be cannot command a dollar of hisown.

Money will be furnished to pay
his license for at least til's firstquarter, and lo lit Up a barroom.
A satall stock of cheap liquors is
also provided, and the saloon Is
ready ror business. In a back room,
or an upper room, or some refuge
contiguous to the bar. some sort of agame is generally established, tor the
purioc or rvllevln; .customers or
spare change. Commonlr, also,

hat Is known as a "chippy dive"
is operated in connection with the
saloon. That is, one or more tallen
remain, representing the lowest
order or their clas, conduct thilrcalling on the purnlsrts dividing
the financial j rertd wllh the
salpm ta y,ort, in connection
w!Ul liicse drinking dens, which
have behind them the coqioratluns
who own the breweries, may be
Tound the matt nefarious or
fleecing their patrons to the last
cent.

One menus of remedying this sort
or HiIhj: lias baen tried with con-
siderable success, It is claimed, n
the city or rhlladelr hla. A la
was passed forbidding a brewery or
distillery to be directly or indirectly
interested in the ownirshlp or con-
trol ol any saloon. This provl-lo-

It is said, wiped out of existence
in the city, seviral hundred saloons
or the lower class, and it is believed
that a similar law would result simi-
larly in this city.

mit the leaders or this Cnurch to
teach this people anything but what
will lead them lo salvation;
therefore, how important It is that
we, as High I'ritsts, and tlie people
generally should live to as to enjoy
the testimony ot Jesu day by day
and merit the approval of our
Heavenly tamer.

President Lllis Morris ren.a ked
that as there was now an oppai
tunlty offered tlie aged and faithful
Seventies to become High Priests,
tho next question was for tho
Bishops to recommend those that
were worthy of this promotion to
the High Council, and to this
quorum, as bad been the case in
nveral Instances and thry (the
High Council) would recommend
tbem to the quorum. Unless tho
High Council endorsed the Bishops'
recommends In these case, no
action will be taken by the High
Priests' quorum.

Brother Morris closed his remarks
by alhidin? lo the unsettled condi-
tion of affairs cxMng everywhere,
and tho spirit of Babylon now so
prevailing, even among those called
Latter-da- Saln's. Let tbeople
of God stand Immovable and thy
will see His salvation shortly.
"As heretolore for upwards of a

year, lectures en doctrine have teen
delivered by some of the members of
tbo quorum, which meets reguhuly
ou the lastbaturday ot every month
and these leetuns have been inter
estlng and profitable to all. to make
the meetings more and more attract-

ive, it was unanimously adopted as
the sense or the meeting that the
sublrctof Priesthood be continued
for some Ume to come, and that
prominent breUiren in the Church
bq.invlted to treat Uiis subject ia all
its phases.

It was also unanIniouly adopted
as the sense of the meeting that a
general lnvltaUon be extended to
the four hundred High Priests of
this Stake to meet with their quorum
on all occa1on- -
