Hendricks' Letter of Accepiance,

SARATOGA, 4 —The following is
Hendrick” letter--

“Indianapolis, Ind.,
July 4th, 1876,

“Uentlemen—I have the honor
to acknowledge the receipt of your
communication, in which you have
formally notified me of 1y nomia-
ation by the Nutional Democeratic
Counvention at St. Louis as their
candidate for the otfee of View
President of the United States, Lt
Isa nomination which I bad neither
expected nor desired, and yet |
recognise aund appreciate thehigh
houor done me Ly the conventisun.
I'he c¢hoice of such a body, aud
prouounesd with such unusaal
upauimity, snd accompanied with
Keuero us expressions of esteem and
vonfidence, vught to vultweigh ail
werely persouunl desires and prefer-
ences of my own. It is wiith this
feeling, and 1 trust al-o from the
deep sense of public duty, that 1
now accept the nomination, and
shall abide the Judgment of my
countrymen., It would have beeu
impossible for me to acrvept the
nomination if I could neot heartily
endorse the piatform ol the con-
veution; [ am gratified, therefore,
to be ub[o]uuululvuuully Lo say Lhat
[ agres in the principles, approve
the policies, and sympathize with
the purposes enunciated 1o that
platform.

“‘I'he institutions of cur couutry
have been sorely tried by the exi-

geneies of eivil war, aud since
peace, by a seltish and eortupt
manugement of  public  atlars,

which hay shamed us before civil-
ized maukind by unwise and par-
tial legislation, every indusicy nnd
iutervst of the people have beewn
muade to sutfer, anud in the executive
doepartment @i tne goveinuent dis-
houesty, rmpavity, aud venalily
have devnuchied Lthe public servie.

Men knowu to be uuwoithy have
been promoted; whil-t others have
beea degaded for fidelity to offi aul
duty. Public offlce has wen made
the meaus of private profit, and the
country has been otlendod o sew
the Class ol men who boast the
frisndship of the sworn protectors
of the state, amassing fortunes by
defraudiag the publie treasury, and
by corrupting the servants of the
people. lu such a crisis of the his-
tory of the eountry, I rejoice that
the convention at St. Li,uis has so
nobly raised the standard of re-
form.

““Nothing can be well with us or
with our aflawirs until the public

conscience, shocked by the enor-
mous evils and abuses which pre-
vail, shall have demunded nnd
compelled an unsparing reforma-
tion of our natioun! adwinistration
in its head and In its members, 1n
such a reformation the removal of a
single officer, even the President, is
cumpu&tivul'_v a trifling matier. If
the system which he represeots,
and which has fostered him as ke
has fostered it, is suflered to re-
main, the President alone must not
be made the scapegoat forthe enor-
mities ot the system which fufects
the public service and threalens
the vatruutiun of eur institutions,

‘'In some respects [ hold that the
present  executive has been the
victim rather than the author of
that vielwus systemn of congression-
ul and party leaders, who have bren
stronger than the President. No
oue man could have created it, and
the removal of no one man can
amend it, Etis thoroughly corrupt,
and must be swepl remorselessly
away by a section of the goveru-
meut composed of elements entire
ly new aund pledged Lo radical
reform.

“I trust the work of reform must
evidently be a restoration of the
vormal operation of the constitu-
tion of the Unfted Stutes, with ull
its amendments, The necessities
of war caunot be pleaded in Lime
of peace. The right of local seli-
government us gunranteed by tho
constitution must be everywhere
restored, and the centralized, and
alwost personal imperialism which
has been practised must be done
AWAY, or Lhe tirst principles of the
republle will be lost. Our financial
system of expedlents must be re
formed. Gold and silver are toe
real standards o values, und our
national currency will not be a per-
fect medium of exchange until it
shall be convertible at the pleasure
of the holder, As [ have heretofore
sald, neo one desires a return to spe-
cie payments more earnestly than
I do, but I do not believe that i1
will or can be reached in harmony
with tie interests of the people by
artificisl measures for contraction
of the currency, any more than I
believe wealth or permanent pros-
perity can be created by an iofla-

tion of the currenycy. The laws ol
finance cannot be disregarded
with impunity. The finaneial

policy of the government, if indeed
it deserves Lhe name of policy atall,
has been in disregard of these laws,
and therefore hus disturbed com-
merce and business us well as It has
hindered the return to specie pay-
ments,

“Que feature of thal policy wa-
the resumption of the swct of 1875,
which has embarrassefl the counts
by the anticipation ef a compu
sory resumption for which no pre-
paration has been made, and with-
out any assurance that it would be
practicable. The repeul of that
clause is necessary that the natural
operation of finaneial laws muy be
restored, that the business of the
country may be relieved from its
disturbing and depressing influ-
ence, and that a return to snecie
payments may be facilitated by the
substitution of more prudent legis-
latlon, which shall mainly rely on
a judicious system of public econo-
mies and ef official retrenchments,
and, above all, on the promotion of
prosperity in all of the industries of
the people. >

“1 do not understaud Lhe repeal
of the resumption clause of the act
ol 1875 to be a backward step in our
return to specie payments, but the
recovery of a false step; and al-
though the repeal may for a time
be prevented, yet the determina-
tion of the demscratic party on the
subject bas been declared, and there
should be no hindrances put in the
way of the return to specie pay-
ments, as such hindrance, says the
platform of the Rt. Liouls conven-
tion: ‘We denounce the resumption
clause of the act of 1875, and de-
aoand its repeal,” I thoroughly
believe, by publlie ecomomy, by
official refrenchmets, and by wise
finance, enabling us to acocumu-
Iate the precious metals,resumption
at an early day is posaiblo without

producing artificial scarcity of cur-
rency or disturbing the public o1
commercial credit, and that these
reforms, together with the restura-
tion of a pure government, will
restore genera! confidence, encour-
age useful investment of capital,
furnish employment to labor, and
relieve the country from the para-
lysis of hard times.

“With the industries of Lhe peo-
ple there have baen frequent inter
ferences.  Our platforin says maty
industries have been impoverished
to subsidize a few; our commerce
has been degraded to an iuterlsr
position on the high sea~; manu
factures have becen diminished;
agriculture huas been embarrassed,
ansd the distress of the industrial
clusses demands that thess things
shall be reformed. T'he hunlens ol
the people must also be lightened
by woieal change in our system ol
public expease. The protligate ex-
penditures which ncreased  the
tuxafion from five dollars per capita
n Lot to cighteen in 1570, tells its
own  story. Qur treaties with
foreign powetrs should also be revis-
ed aud wimended, 1n so far as they
lenve Lthe ¢itizen of forelgn Lirth in
Wy pavtieular less secure (o any
country oo earth than they would
bo if they had been born upon cur
own sotl, aud the joiguitous coolie
system which, through the agency
of wealthy compaiies, imports
Chiness boundmen and establishes
a specicsd of slavery and interferes
with the just rewurds of lubor on
vur Pacitic ('tl:uﬂ., stiould be Ul.ll.‘l'])'
abolished.

““In the reform of our eivil ser-
vice | wost heariily endorse thut
section of thé platform which de-
clares that the ¢ivil service ought
nol Lo besubiject to chunge at every
vlection, and that it ought mot to
be mude Lhe brief rewdrd of party
zeal; but it ought to be uwarded for
o petency, and held for fidelity
in the public emplay. I hopwe
vever again Lo see Lthoe civil nud
retnorseless proscription for poltii
val opinion which bas disgraced
the admiunistration of the last eiglo
veurs. Bad a8 thecivil seivice unw
18, ag all Kpnow, it has =ome men of
tried Integrity and proved ability
Sach men aud such men oy
shiould Le retained in oMee; but Lo
mnn should be r mined o
cotsideration who has prostituted
tis office to Lthe purpose o5 parliz o
totimidation or compulsion, or who
hus furnished money o corrupl
electivus. Thia iy done aud has
been done in almost every coun
try. Tvisa vlight upon the morals
of the country and ought to be re-
formed.

“In respect Lo our  common
schools I have only this tosay,
that in my judgment the man o,

party that would = jovolve our
schoels In politieal or sectarian
controversy i3 an enemy to the

schools, Common schools are more
under protectiug care of all prople
than uuder control of any party o1
sect. They must be under no sec
tarian nor partisan control, and
thers must be neither division nos
misappropriation f the funds for
their support. Likewise I would
regard the man who would arouse
or fuster sectiounl animosities and
anlagonisms among his coun
trymen as a dangerous enemy to
hix country. Al people must be
mauile to feel and to know that ence
more Lthe established purpose and
pohey under which all citizens ol
svery condition, race and color will
be securein theepjoyment of wnat
ever rights the constitution and
laws declire or recognize, and that
1n coutroversies that may arise the
governmeut (s uot partisan, but
witnin its constirutional authoriy
is the just aud powerful guardian
of the rights and safety of all. The
strife between races and sections
will cease ns soon ws the power for
evil Iy taken away from a pariy
who mnke political gain out of
seenes of violence and bloodshed,
and the constitutioual authority i~
placed in the hands of men whose
politival welfare requires that peace
and good order =hall be preserved
vvery whero.

“It will be seen, gentlemen, that
[ am in eutire accord with the
platform  of the convention by
which | have been nominated a8 a
caudidate for the office of Vice-
President of the United States.
Permuit me, Iin conclusion, to ex-
press my satisfaction in being as
sociated with a candidate for the
presidency who is tirst among his
equnls as a representative of the
spult of the achievements of re
torm. In his offleial career, a-
executive of the great State of New
York, he hasy, in a comparatively
short record, reformed public ser-
vice und reduced pablie burdens so
as to huve varned at once the grati-
tude of his State aod the admira-
tion of the country. People know
him to be thoroughly in earuest.
He has shown himsell to be pos-
~esseill with powers which fit him
in an eminent degree for Lthe great
work of reformation, which this
eeuntry now needs, and if he shall
be chosen by the peopls to the high
office of President | believe tha
the day of his inanguration will be
the beginning of a new era ol
peace, purlty and prosperity in all
the departments of our govern-
ment.

Tilden's Letter of Lecoptance,

“*“Tao

Albany, July 31-t.

Gentlewen—When [ had the
houor to receive the personal deliv
ery of your letter on behalf of the
Demociatic Convention, held on
the 28th of June at St. Louis, ad-
vising me of my nomination as
candidate of the constituency rep-
resented by that body for the office
of president of the United States, |
answered that, at my earliest con-
venlence, and in conformity with
usage, I would prepare and trans-
mit to you my acceptance. I now
avail myself of the first interval in
my unavoldable occupations to ful-
fil that engagement.

The eonvention, before making
its nominations, adopted a declara-
tion of principles, which as a whole
seems Lo me a wise exposition of
the necessities of our country and
the reforms needed to bring back
the government to its true func-
tions, to restore purity of adminis-
tration, and torevive the prosperity
of the people. But some of these
r?:ilnrma are ut;o urgent that they
claim more than a in rov-
al. The necessity mfnfm.pig the
public expense, federal, State, and
municipal, and the modes of federal
taxation, justified all prominence
giveu to il in the deplaration of the
St Lools convention. The present

B in sll the business and
Industries of the people, which Is

depriving labor of its empleyment

and carrying want inlo so many
homes, has its principal cause in
the excessive povernment cou-
sumption, uuder the Illusions of
specious prosperity, engendered by
the faulse policy of the foleral gov-
ernment. Waste of capital has been
going on ever sinee 1563, which
could only end in universal dieas-
ter. The federal taxes (he last
eleven years reach the givanticsum
of $4,500,000,000, Local taxation
has amounted to two-thinds as
much wmore. The vast ageregate is
not less than $7,500,000,000, The
enormous taxation tollowed the
civil contlier, that had greatly im-
paired vur aggregate wealth, and
had made a prompt reduction of
expetse impossible. 1t was agugra-
vated by nyst uuscentificand ill
adjusted methods of mxarion, that
increas=ed the saerifices of Lthe pro
ple far beyond the receipts In the
'reasury. Tt was aggravated by a
flnanvial policy which tended to dl
minish the evergy, skill, and eco~
nomy of production and the frugal
ity of private consumptiou, and in-
dueed misealeulation in business
and an unremunerative use of capi-
tal and labor, Even in pro-psarous
times the dally wantsof industrious
cominunibies press  closely upon
their daily earuiugs. The muargiu
of possitle nationsl savings is at
best u small pe centage of the na
tionul earnings, yet now for these
eleven yewas thé Government con
sum pti. 0 has been a larger portion
of the pational earnipes than the
whole people can possillly save,
even in prosperous times, forall new
investments. The consequences of
these errors are the now present
public ealamity, but they were
never doubtfal, never invisible,
They were necessary and inevitable,
and were foreseen and depioted
when the waves of that fetltious
prosperity ran highest.

Lo a speech made by me on the
24th of September, 1565, it was said
of thess (axes, they bear heavily
on every man’s income, upon svery
tndustry, and upon every business
in the country, and year by year
they are destined Lo press <Ll aore

cavily, wnless they wirest the sys-
eual Lhn ves  use o thens L
Wus  Coan aw'ively easy, when

tues were doanling uuder repeal

I dempaem il Lestader oty
ey o joay ol ol The tranh ol
our growing cud inapparent weal h
d these taxes, bul when vualues
recede and sink towards their na-
tioual scale, the tax gatherer takes
from us nel only our 1Meome; not
only our profits, but also a portion
of vur capital 1 do not wish to
cxagrernte or alarm I simply sa)
that we caunot sfTod the costly
volicy of the radical majority of
Cungresa,  We caunot atlord that
policy towards the South. We
cannot aftuord the maguifleent and
oppressive centralism into which
our gevernment is being converted
We cannol «fford the presenl msg
nificent scale of taxation. To the
Secretary of the Treasury 1 said
early in 18635, there is not a royal
roud for the zovernment more than
for an lodividual or corporation,
What you want to do now
18 to cul down your expenses
and live within your jucome,
I would give all the legerdemain of
Noance and {inanciering, [ would
vive the whole of it, for the old
home made maxim, “Live within

Wl fes,

your jfncome.”  This reform  will
be resisted at every step, but it
must be pressed persistently.  We

s¢p to-day the immediate represen-
tatives ol the people in one brauch
of Congress, while strugeling to re-
iuce expenditures;, compelled to
confront the menace of the Senale
add Executive that, unles sthe ob-
jeetlonable appropriations be con-
sunted to, the operations of govern-
ment thereunder shall sufler detri-
ment or cease, In my judgment
an amendment to the eonstitution
ought to be devised, separating into
distine Lills the appropriations for
the wvarions departments of the
publle servies and exeluding from
each bill all  appropriations for
other objrets and all independent
legislation. In that way alone can
therevisory puwer of each ofthe two
houses and of the executive be
preserved, and exempted from the
moral distress which often compela
assent to objectionable appropria-
tions rather than stop the wheels of
government.

An acces-ory cause, enhancing
the distress in business; is to be
found in the systematic apd un-
supportable misgevernmeut impos-
«t upon the Btates of the South.
Besides the ordinary effects of ig-
vorant and dishouest administra-
tion, it has inflicted om them enor-
mous lIssues of fraudulent bonds,
the scanty avails of which were
wasted or stolen and the existence
of which i1s a publie discredit tend-
ing to bunkruptey or repudiation.
Taxes, generally oppressive, in
some instunces have coufiscated
the entire lncome of property, and
totally destroyed its anurket value,
[t is impossible thit these evils
should not re-act on the presperity
of the whole country.

The nobler motives of humanity
conour with the marerial interesis
of all in requiring every obstacle to
b removed o a complete and dar-
able receneilintion between kin
dred population, once unnaturally
estrunged, on the basis recognized
by the St. Louis platform of the
vonstitation ot the United States,
with its wwendments universally
m'c't’plﬁl a8 u final settlement ol the
controversies  which engeudered
the eivil war. But in aid of a re-
ault s0 benelicent, the moral influ
errce Of good chiizens, ns well a8
every government suthority, oug it
to be exerted not alone Lo maintain
their Just equality before the law,
but likewise to establish a cordial
fraternity  and good will.amoug
eitizens, whatever their race or
cgolor, wiio are now united in the
one destiny of a common self-
government. If the duty shall be
assigned th me I should not fail to
exercize the powers with which the
laws and the constitution of our
country clothe its chief magistrate
and to protect all it citizens, what-
ever Lheir former condition, in
every political and personal right.

Reform is necessary, declares the
Bt. Louis convention, to establish
sound currency, restore publio cred-
it, and maiothin the national honor,
and it goes on to demand a judi-
elous system of preparation by pub-
lic economies, by official retrench-
ment, and by wise finance, which
shall enable the nation soon to as-
sure the whole world of its perfect
abllity and its perfect readiness to
meel any of its promises at the call
of a creditor entitled to ment.
The object demanded by the con-
vention is the resumption eof spe-
cle anments' n legal tender notes
of the Uni Btates, That would
not only restore the public credit
and maintain the onal honor,
but it would establish a sound cur-
rency for the Eoplo. The meth-
ods by which this object is to be

pursued and the means by which

this ohject is to be pursued, and the
means by which it is to be attained,
are disclosed by what the conven-
tion demanded for the future, aud
by what it denounced in the past.
The resum ption of specie payments
by the government of the United
Stutes on ils legal tender notes
would establish specie payments
by all banks on all their notes. The
offcial statement made on the 12th
of May shows the amount of bank
notes to be S300 000 000 Jess 20,000,

000 held by themselves againse these
$280 000,000 in notes. The banks
held 141 millions legal tender notes,
or little more than fifty per cent, o
their amounnt, but they also held,
on depesit in the federal treasury,
as security fur these notes, honds or
the U. 8. worth in go!ld abont $360, -
000,000, avalluble and current in all
toreign money markets. 1o resum-
Ing the banks, even if it were pos-
sible for their notes to be presented
for payment, would have five hun-
dred milllons of specie funds to pay
£250,000,000 of not:s, without con-
tracting their loams to their cus-
tomers or calling on any private
director for payment., Suspended
bauks, undertaking to resume,have
usuully been obliged to collect from
needy borrowers the means to re-
lll‘(‘lli !‘K('!“‘!“i\'!‘ IP.“!‘UPH “"ll to llrll‘

The ¢oin o
the Lreasury on the 3ikh of June,
Incloding what is held agaiost coin
certificates, amoufted to nearly
seventy-four mullions. The current
of precious metals which has Hown
out of our country for eleven years,
from July lst, 1565, to June S0th,
1576, averagiog neatly 76,000,000 a
year, was $532,000,000 10 the whole
period, of which $617,000 000 were
the product of our own means. To
umuss  Lthe requisite guantity by
Intercepting fivm the current Now-
lng out of the country, and Ly ne-
guiring from tho stocks wi ich ex-
ist abroad, without disturbing the
equllibrivm of foreign money mar-
kets, s s result to be casily " work-
ed out by practical knowledge and
Judgment. With respect 1o what-
ever surplus of legal teuders the
walits of business may (il to heep
in use, and which, in order to save
interest, will be retained for re-
demption, they can either be paid
or they can be funded. Whether
they continue as currency or be
absorbed into the vast mess of se-
curities held as investments, s
merely a question of the rate of in-
terest Lhey derive. Kven if they
were Lo remuain in their present
form, snd government were to
agree to pay on them a rate of in-
terest, making them a desirable in-
vestment, they would ceuse to cir-
culate aud take thelr place with
govercment, state, municipal, and
vther corporate aud private bomis,
of which a thousand millions exist
among us. In the perfect ease
with which they can be changed
from courrency into investments
lies the only danger to be puarded
against in the adoption of gener-
al measures intended o remove
