He had experienced opposi-
tion in his Jabors while jpreaching the
Gospel, and believed that oppositien to
have been beneficial in nany mstances,
The speaker felt that he wanted 1o be
always found doing good to his fellow-
beings, lu his experience be had
learned that men, lo galn thelr own
ends, put to & wrong use the powers
God had given thewn. But the Lord
overruled these acts for the good
of the honest and true. The
Latter - day Saints were opposed
by evil men; among their opponents
were ulso some who belleved they were
dolog right. All wmen did not think
alike, and as the Bible said, but few
walked in the narrow way. ‘‘Those
who Jlive godly in Christ Jesus should
suffer persecution' was proven by ex-
perience to be & correct rule. Among
the Saints were some who did wrong,
yvet most of them were striving to prac-
tice rigbteousuess. They felt that they
counld vetter afford to be wrunged than
commit wrong. The bistory of na-
tions tanght that the more wealthy and
prosperous & people were the more
dangerous ajpusition they were in be-

cause they me careless o
their prosperity. '&huse who
were perseculing e Saints

at the present time only caused them
to be more closely united, and become
stropger. 1f their principles were as
claimed, nothing could overthrow the
Latier-day Salots. It was not in the
power of governments to legislate a
people into happiness. The foes ot
the ‘‘Mormons’ were compelled to ad-
mit that the latter were thrifty, indus-
trious and hopest. 1t was an 1npossi-

bility for a people to have those good
qualities, and at the same time be im-

moral. A peeple who were anchasté
would never be honest aod thrifty.
These qualities indicated that the
Saints were not so bad as
they were accused of being.

all people, for the speaker had heard
men admit certaln ﬁrlnciples to be
true, but when they heard they were
part of “Mormonism,” they rejected
them, This showed thatthey were not
sincere.
