crumbled luto dust from ugeloug cen.
lurlea ago. My Inquiries, though
hardly lu n measure coaiuieiisurato
with thu labor and amount of Hum
exprndt'd, were certainly molo sue
cessful. There can bu no two uplnlons
us to tho pressure of a very large
number uf ancient manuscripts In the
Kalroulu library, and thtto vol-

umes a credltablu tblog for thu
lsty aud Indolent Moors uru
certainly thoolect or vory great tsru.
The truttets ut the Kuiroulu have a
regular stall of custodians ebon n trout
tho unlvenily proletsorsand teachers,
who aro tharged with thu kafekeiplng
ot tho books, nud the cellars are uunuul
ly lutinctcd, und thu hooks rriulicd
when Iho lien ttlly uriits. should say
thai, bar accidents ol lire, lu the future,
when the library Is thrown open, the
manuscripts wlllbs fouud inn very fair
ttato of priruivatlon.
