To the People of the United States:
On our arrival here, in castingabout for approaches to the officers

who control the elections in tho
State, wo discovered that they were
an or one political party; mat tne
governor had appointed none but
republican supervisors of election,
and that the returning officers con
stituting the State board wero of
the same political school, lnlluenc-e-d

by these inauspicious surround-
ings, our thoughts and hopes were
turned towards the eminent gen-
tlemen who had been selected bythe President to be present and see
that the board of canvassers made
a fair count of the votes actuallycast, and on the 14th of November
we invited these gentlemen to meet
and confer with us. This on

was declined; but, never-
theless, we have reason to believe
that to this correspondence liiaybe attributed the invitation to us
on the ISth ulL, by tho returningboard to attend and be present at
its meetings as spectators and
witnesses of its proceedings.
Through this courtesy and the ser-
vices of a competent stenographer,we became possessed of all the es-
sential facts delivered on the face
of the official papers. Wo have
been furnished with a ceitifled
copy of the duplicate
of tho votes made by the
commissioners of election at
each place of voting in the
State. Ironi, these statements it
appears that tho Titdeu electors re-

In most cases the returns opened
by the returning board correspond
precisely with the certified copiesof the statements of the commis-
sioners, of election furnished us.
The most material difference arose
from the failure of the supervisorsof East Baton Rouge, Tangipapa-hoe- ,

and of Orleans, to forwartl the
statements ot votes from all the
voting places in these respective,
parishes. In thirty-fiv- e out of the
thirty-eigh- t btatea iu the Union
these figures would bo conclusive.
No one would claim that Tilden
and Hendricks were not entitled to
the electoral vote of the State, but
in .Louisiana a tribunal lnu Imsn
set up which,"on former occasions,has overthrown the will of the peo-

the whole State is 1,500 above anytote heretofore cast, and an honest
and air canvass, of the returns,
even under .Louisiana Jaw, cannot
materially reduce Tilden's majorityas shown, on the face of the returns.
