To Water Consnniers.

THE scarcity of water In Citv
A Creek and the increasing de
mand for water for Irrigation, ren-
der the strict enforcement of thJ
following provisions of the "Ordi-
nance In relation to the Salt Lake
City Water Works," etc., absolute
ly necessary: i ;

Sec 16. aprinklers for lawns,
gardens, yards, and sidewalks must
be used only for the purposes ex-
pressed in the license; and no
sprinkler shall be used for sprink-lf- o

g the street outside of the side-
walk, unless such privilege Is in-
cluded In the license and rtafrl fnr
accordingly. Sidewalks, windows
and fronts ball not be sprinkledexcept between the hours of 6 and9 ia.m., 1 and 2, and 6 and 8 p.m.sio nozzle ror. sprinkling shall be
larger than one-four- th Inch in dia-
meter. '

, Water consumers are not allowed,
to waste any water, or allow It io,
be wasted; nor to use it for any pur-po- se

not stated la their licenses; cor
to allow unlicensed persons to draw
from their pipes; nor to use the
water from the pipes for irrigating
