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who vote at elections, are none of
them practical polygamiats, and that
they do not vote at the polls for
their religion. No religious queaOon
Is decided at the ballot box in Utah.
The voting is simply for certain men
to fill certain secular offices. Those
who would deprive the women vo-

ters in Utah cf the eoffrage seek to
take away the ballot from monoga-

mists, because the polygamlsts
have all been practically dis-

franchised by the regulations of the
Edmunds law Commissioners.
The woman Suffrage Association
understood that 'point; which does
not appear to have penetrated the
brain of the Inter Ocean or of the
advocates in Congress of the disfran-
chisement folly.

Now for the argument (?) that the
women of Utah ought to be disfran
chised because it is impossible for
tte Gentiles to secure representation
in the Legislature. Is not that a
nice proposi-.io-

n to be made by a
Republican Journal? A small min
ority cannot vote the representa
tives of their clique into office,
therefore a portion of the large ma
jority sbould be disfranchise i! Was
ever a more monstrous political
doctrine advocat ed in any country?
Suppose a proposition was made in
a district largely Republican, that a
certain class of Republicans should
be disfranchised to give the Demo
crate a chance to elect their own
representatives to office. Which
would be the loudest, the shouts of
derision or the howls of indignation
that would go up from Republican
throats at such an Idiotic suggestion?
And yet the principle would be J act
the same as tha t i n the In ter Ocean's
argument(?)

We challenge the proof that the
suffrage has been made "a club" in
Utah to beat woman Into subjection
in any, way, and defy the Inter
Ocean to show how such a thing Is

possible. As to Mrs. Lincoln's
statement, It is made hVdense igno
rance of the truth. i The High Conn
ci',about which she evidently knows
nothing whatever, gives no dlreo
Hons about anything. It U an ap
pellate ecclesiastical court, not a di
recting body. The statement that
any woman in the f Mormon"
Church is "compelled" in any man-
ner whatever to vote for or t gainst
any measure or person In Church or
State, la a positive falsehood. And
the rest of the assertions In the para-
graph quoted from her letter are as
silly and false as the first part How,
In the name of common sense, ctn
woman surffage be used to ''pervert
the highest, ideals of civU:zatlon,"
when it cannot be exercised save for
the purpose of voting for the filling
of local, secular offices? What
has the election of a Conslable,
Jastioe of the Peace, a Probate
Judge, a Representative to the Leg
Islature, or a Delegate to Congress,
to do with "prostituting our ' most
sacred conceptions of wifehood and
motherhood?"

The woman talks worse nonsense
than the Inter-Ocea- n. Like many
other persons who have visited
Utah, or who have resided bere
awhile Without learning anything
but the rubbish tolJ to them con
oernlng the "Mormon" people, she
Derhans believe! the : stuff she has
written, but really knows notulng
whatever as to the facts. One of
our Ideals of rel!g'on, clvillzitlon and
womanhood, is the truthfulness and
purity which they promote, and we
have little faith that they have done
much towards elevating the char
acter of "a missionary and
teacher," who either wilfully mis
represents a people because she dif
fers from their faith, or repeats the
drivel of gossips and the libel of re
llglous hirelings, to their discredit.

The statement that every address
at our Conference was full cf oppo-
sition to the law is the exact reverse
of the truth. The discourses deliv
ered will be published In this paper
in due time, and when the Inter'
Ocean has read them it can better
Judge of their spirit in regard to the
law. In the synopsis of the remarks
made, as already published in the
News, there was certainly nothing
which could be fairly construed as
adslilng such opposition.
