Now, oiiscrvc, Mr. Cannon has
never said there was any "destruc-
tion of records." It is Mr. Appleby
who speaks of an "alleged destruc-
tion." liven he does not assert
positively that there was any such
destruction. Hut he and everybody
familiar with Utah affairs ha beard
of tlie "alleged destruction," and
merely speaks of this as occurrlng.if
at all, while Clerk Appleby was
absent. But this is tlie kind of
argument (?) and honesty (?) which
is common with the TrCunc scribe,
esjiecially when driven like an
ordinary rat Into a corner.

Now as to the certificate It was
and is in due form. Mr. Camion
appeared in court with his witnesses
and was formally naturalized. A
certificate- - was Issued to him and
tlie duplicate--, ororiginal, whichever
it may lie termed, was recorded in a
book kept for the purpose. This
was the manner ofrecording at the
time in the Supreme Court of Utah.

Xow if there was any informality

or error in the manuer of keeping
the records, was this a "wrong" of
Mr. Cannon'-- ? If not, how can he
be charged with "taking advantage
of his own wrong?" But it
can lie shown that this man-
ner of recording naturalizations
is competent and sufiirient. Con-

gress so considered it, and courts
have upon it. Clerk
Sprague's certificate was eviden--

enough to the congressional com-

mittee that' the record was ample.
The court of New York have given
decisions completely covering this
ground.

Iu IS7S Supervisor Davenport, for
political purjiosc!", rejected a large
number of applicants for registration
on the ground that they w ere aliens
because there was no record of their
naturalization in the court minutes.
Tills is the allegation in til s case of
Mr.Cannon. On the 1 ilii of October,
1S75, Judge Friedman, of the Super-
ior Court, rendered a decision in
these cases. lie ruled that the la as
of tlie United States do not require
entry of adjudication in any par-
ticular book. That in the absence
of such statutory regulation, tlie ex-

tent and manner of keeping the
record was left to Uie discretion of
tlie court. And. he said:

"The form of the judgment record,
showing the admission of an alien to
citizenship, so fir as no express

by Act of Congress is
utterly immaterial." .

1 1 apiiears tliat the custom of the
court where these is.Tsons were nat-
uralized was, up to 1S5S, to note the
judgments in the minutes. Hut
after that there tras simply an index
book kept. This was far less formal
and specific than the manner of re-

cording certified to by Clerk
Sprague. Yet Judge Friedman
held tliat it "fully answered the
purpo-eo- f Uie law." AnI he said
further:

"Even, therefore. If a defect in the
record existed in consequence of the
omission of some ministerial act by
the cleric, tlie United States Govern-
ment in the absence of a law-- declaring
such defect fatal, could not afford to

upon "

Also,
"Kven If absence of an entry in

the general mlnnto book could ba
deemed a defect. It is one whicn is im-
material, and whose disregard is de-
manded by every consideration of
public policy Indeed it is one of Uie
fundamental principles of the law that
every court is the guardian of Iw own
records and master of it own pract-
ice!."

That i good common sense, as
well as good legal doctrine. And
It ought to rule in Utah as well as
In New York. The omission of a
cierk to properly record the natural-
ization of many aliens, although
they appeared in court and were
duly admitted to citizenship and re-

ceived certificates with the seal of
the court, lias been unjustly male to
operate against those citizens, and
they have been exd-ide- by "Lib-
eral" oQlcials from tho rights to
which they were legally entitled.

SucJi officials are all in the same
boat with Murray and his apologists,
and will surely come under the
same condemnation and public con-
tempt. A party tliat steals into
power by such tricks and deviltries

One
Is, tliat no such fires should
be kindled within a prescribed dis-
tance, presumed to tie safe, from any
building or inflammable materials.
Tills is icelally necessary In sum-
mer weather, when everything In
tlie shape f wood is as ilrr as tin-
der, so to speak. I n that condition
a single spark would bu sufficient to
originate a firu that would consurne--

whole block.
The other iioint of importance is

that it should l made nlnwfui, un-

der any circuni'tauccs, for young
children to klndlu and maintain
rubbish or other such tires within
the corporate limits, as they are not
supjosed to have sufficient judg-
ment to realize the existence- - of
danger. We liavc seen neighbor-
hoods kept in a condition of dread
In consequence of small children

by tlieir parents to
light fires close! to premises tliat
might easily have been set atlarue
and communicated to other build-
ings. This is specially applicable to
the northeastern part of tlie city,
where there are no facilities for ex.
tinguishing fires, owing to tlie water
streams from the hydrants being
mere dribUcs.
