Held For Forgery.

The defense then sought to prove that
Carney had, rocc'i vtul po wtr of attorney
frbinSrmDger 'to mi1 the signature,
but it was shown that his authority
only . reached to the transfer of the
stock from Mr. Springer to Dr. Dart,
either by having it endorsed by
the former or issaed direct to the
latter. The evidence revealed the
fact that neither of these steps had
been taken "by Carney, and instead of
turning the stock'over to Dr. Dart, he
had deposed of it to Mr. Arnold. The
Commissioner ruled that there waa
probable cause to believe Carney
guilty of forgery, and fixed bis ball at
v In default of sureties he was
sent to the penitentiary.
