MARSHAL DYER RECEIVER.
Jadge Zane Does Not Apﬁrove of
the Appointment.

tb—

The interest io the appointment ofa
recelver, on the motion of the givera-
ment, to take charge ol the pro
perty of the Church of Jesos Christ
of Latter day ® Saiots and the
Perpetnal Emigrating Fand Company,
drew out a larg2 attendance at the
session ol the Territorial Sopreme
Couart last evening.

When the court was epened, District
Attorney Peters stated that cognsel
for both sides had held a consulta:lon,
and vnited in recommending the ap-
polntment of Frank” H. Dyer, United
States Marshil, as receiver.,

Mr. Richards—I! your honors please,
we have agreed to that.

Chlef Justice Zane (after a brief con-
versation with Jadges Henderson and
Boremuan) —The majority of the Court
make thls appolntment as suggeated.
I wanult distinctiy nuderstood, bow-
ever, that 1 dissent {from thisappuint-
ment.

The Court then inguired whether
counsel hid any suggastions to make
48 to thy amouont of bond lhe recelver
shonld be required 1o furnish. The
reply was that the matter had not been
coasidered, and Mr. Richards sug-
gested that it be deferred till the next
session. Mr. Peters opposed this, and
Mr. Richards insisted oo hls claim.

Mr. Peters—1 sugzzest thay $100,000
will bhe an ample bond,

Judge Zaue—The opinlon of the
court is that the bond shonid be fixed
at %250, 000,

Col. Broadhead suggested that Mr.
Peters be justructed Lo prepare such a
decree as was proper under the order
of the coart, and submit it to the coun-
sul for defense, that tuey migat make
their objections to It if they had aoy
The court issued the lostructlons as
requested.’

The demarrer in the Church ¢ase sas
then Calied up.

Mr. Ihichards said the defelise were
réady Lo submit the demurrer filed
without further argument,

Mr. Peters stated that the plalntiff
desired to submjt one additional au-
thoriry.

Judge Zane, to Col. Broadhead—
Have vou aoy tather steps to take in
the case ul present?

Col. Broadhead—No, sir.

District Attorney Peters moved that
4 receiver be appointed in the sunit of
the Upited States vs, the P. E. Fund
Compuny, and sugeested that Marsnal
Dyer bz appointed to that positlion.

I'ne defense mide no objection.

Aller consulting with his associates,
Jurdge Zane suld—The majority of the
Court make the same appolniment,
Wity the same dissent 0og my purt.

The dissent of Judge Zane from the
appoinimest of Marshal Dyeras re-
ceiver was a striking feature of the
proceediogs. It was apparent that he
was displesased—higaly displeased—
and at the coaclusion eof the
couference of the ° Jodges, after
the sugeestion had been made hy Mr.
Peters, the countenances ot Judges
Henderson and Boreman became
flashed, While Judge Zane's face was
pale Wwith the anger which he evident-
Iy was unable to conceal, and which
was brouzht out more vividly by the
emphatic maoner In which he an-
nounced, his dissent from the action
of the majority,

Altsr the announcement of the ap-
polatment in the second ease, Judge
Z we asked—Any suggestios as to toe
bond?

Mr, Petera=We suggest $50,000,

No response from the delense.

Gonrt—Let the bond be for $50,000.

Tne demuarrer in this case was also

Diatricl Attorney Peters called at-
tention to the fact that three persons
now held the title, on bebaif of the
Church, to the real eatate. He asked
that these parties, Wm. B. Preston,
John R. Winder and Robt. T. Burton,
De made parties to Lthe suit,

Col Broadnedd arose quickly at this
proposition, evidently surprised, dod
remarked that [ th.s was a chaucery
proceeding toe only way to bring in
tnese parties was to file a supplemen
tal bill. It was nut proper Lo pl.ce
them in that position withount at least
a hearing. He did not see how, ac-
cording to the rales of chancery prac-
tice, Mr. Peters’ suggestion conld be
entertaived by the Court for a mo-
ment. There should be some aver-
ments in tie bill as to why these par-
ties should be made defendants.

Elder James Poulton, in dgpeaking
npon the subject of *‘Conducting a
Primary Class,” remarkcd that the
great difficulty ia successtully teaching
the little ones, was in adapling the
instruction to their capacity. He bad
learned that the best way LO preserve
order was te keep them occupied in
interesting lessons, whichy when va-
ried frequently, not only atiracted the
little ones’ avtention for the time be
ing, but left upon their miads lastiog
impressions for gool. The speaker
hizhly enjoyed his labor in the primary
class, as the children take so much
interest “ia  every lesson which
is tauzht them. He related
many incidents conpected with his
work, illustrating the capacity of th.
little on2s 1o learn aud remember the
lessons tanght them. A great help io
the work of teaching the principles ot
the Gospel, apd incidents of sacred
uistory, were Lhe cbharts gotten up for
the purpose. Stories lo picture were
more caslly remembered by the chil-

rem,

Tne congregation sang the bymn,
“Zion prospers, all 1s well.”

Elder Hugh Wdtson gave an outline
of the manaer of conducling the exer-
clses of the theological class. of  the
Sixth Ward school. After readiog a
chapter from Lhe Scriptures, the mem-
bers of the class are encouraged 10 ask
questions upon the first principles of
the Gospel, but wysteries are avolded.

On the sub-
sequent s&obath the cuildren would be
called upon to state some fact relating
to the life or history embodied in the
snbject given for study. This plan bad
been adopted with much success in the
Sixth Ward school.
