Thursday, October iih. The cold

,tiy s( iourn in this tropics, feel ipnte
comfortable, when I put it o.i this

At 11 o'clock a. m , land was see
d with the risked rye, and those of

the wh hal never been in
New Zealand before were Informe by
those who had that this particular land
was the mountainous island known as
Hie "(irett liarrier," which is distant
Irom Auckland about sixty miles. Soon
alter this a heavy gale struck the ship,
which made htr rigging groin and
ctarkle and the hull shake and tremble.
One of theturbvl sails b came undone
and flapped with great violence against
the cross spar and mast. One ol the
most experienced sailors was sent up to
fasten 1., and alter muih exciti n he
succeeded in doing so, hut it looked
very dangerous; and many of the pane
enters who watched him trembled with
fear lest he shou d be knocked over-
board At noon we were 1531 miles
from Apia and nines Irom
Auckland. As we proceeded we wcie
nhown tha spot olf the rocky coast cf
the Great Barrier where the steuuv r
Wairarapa was wrecked a lev months
ago, causing the loss of several hundred
lives. Near this place, (aiso ult the
Great Harrier,! a numtter of strange
looking rmks are seen ruing out ol the
oceati independent ot each other, some
ol attaining a height ol nearly a
hundred feet perhaps inure. It was
very interesting to watch the breakers
apend their lury upon thine inaicslic

which are known to navigators as
" lie Needb s." At I p. m.,we were sail
ing closr to a mountainous island on our
right, and on ulterwardn the shores of
the main land or the North island ol New

. mIiikI were visible. In the meantime
the wind continued to blow hard, and
though ftomewhal shielded by Jan the
goo l Moiiowai sped on her course in a
soit cwhal shaky manner, which made
some of the passciicis thaky too.

The following weird story nl the sea
was told by the master ol one of the
grain iWt now in port, the Mil ct hav-
ing hi en brought up by tne reading ot a
dispafi h pubbdied in a mnrnint' paper
di sending fit? sighting ut a burning de-

relict in imdoceau.
he ra"tain said: "I was from l

in A'ielMl.te. with general cargo,
and after passing the cape, took the
southern route, ptituntr, in at prince Ed-

ward island tor (roll w der. Mere I

found tiir iiih ibitants 111a wild state of
excitement over tne t uminued washing
Hshore of renin mis ol human bodies,
hardly a day having passed during the
two weeks succeeding my arrival but
what a torn and mangled arm, leg or
trunk would found on the northern
beat h of the little Hland. S mie were
those ot men. Others ol women, but
all were fearfully ulo.itcd and distended
apparently thruiin thu action of sotre
gas.

"We had sighted noth"ig nn the voy-
age to account lor ihe dnlt ot human re-

main on the island, and rould give the
hitle settlement no s.di taction us to
what was the came.

"Alter a two day stop at Prince Ed-

ward's harbor wu weigiud anchor and
put to sea. N idling occurred during
the day out of the usual, but as tugnt
cloted in a stratigu glare was none d
down In the horim, iitiul'y rising and
tailing, as though some gig.uitic tieliows
was alternate lorciug a iLiine skyward
and ag.itit su siding,

'Tne liicut was irectly in our course,
and in two hours the caLMe of ihe glare
was cvidnt, for we had raised ihe hull
of a bun i g ship, evidently iron, all
three lower iuat standug. The vessel
seemed at a red heal, oinutes
or so '.he flames wtiuld hover low along
the bulwarks then would come a t ub
rrpuiu Like a spurt from a v.ilcano ti c
b axe would then leap skwvard, 011 y
ug no to suhM lc and lick .ikug the rail
and up the masts.

"in another hour we were lying hove
lo by the burning derelict and witmu
twocatiiu lengths ol the craft. Then;
iha mysiery ol Uie mutilated remains
winch had so excited Ilie peopio ol
Frlnco Edward inland n explained.

'ln each II ithlug hiHxe that foiluwed
the explosions abuard Ilie derelict we
could sea hurled alolt vtrauge hhapes

nd Iragmeuts unlike anything lud
ever seen stowed a ve.srrs hold as
cargo. What these were we could tut
liiiame, and it was fully an huur and a

li beoro our curiosity was satistird.
there had come an unuauil strong burst
of flame, and oa it was boinu larger

numher of odd things we had watchd
g'ting kyw.trd than we had prcv.ou ly
noticed. The swash of Ihe sea as the
slop pi'ched ahead drowned any sound
the m uie in falling hv k into the
sea, and we hid about g ven up Itamm
wh it possible car,;o ihe derelict had in
her hold, when with a I'.ud, n man's teg
f. on the rpi ir'ernleck ,t our very fc2t.
Tiien came an :hr awful fl idi and our
vessel, lore find alt, was spattered waii
the swollen tcincns of humr.n
the rmtcnsiun of the fragments
hornnle.

"Ilring to the leeward of tha fcrew
some craft, a strong odor of gal came
down on us that Ix canio almo-- t over-
powering and at last forced us " brace
round our topssd yrd and f ll away,
wc had hardly been on our course twen
tv minutes when a deafening detonation
filled the air, and, looking ostein, wc
(aw the derelict gtaduaiiy settle and go
don.

"Who she was or where fhe railed
from we never learned, but it is mv l..ei
she was a Ku.tsi.ui ship bound for tne
liraus, h r lower bold lilhd with co.d
und petroleum, and lit r between flecks
loaded with emigrants, the cargo hid
proha'ly taken lire, generating a gs
that had siv.'l tfed the clove ly pacaeJ
