asphaltum to P, J, Moran at a loss of
§600. The report on the matter was to
the Jffect that the charges were unjusg
and untrue in every particular,

When the report was read Daveler
moved to expunge the entire matter In
reference to the chargs from the min«
utex, Fernstrom  bitterly opposed
whitewashing the matter in any such
manner, When a vote was taken the
motion was clearly carried but Fern-
strom asked for a rollcall 8o he “could
awe who the gullty parties are The
rollcall regulted in the motion being
carried by a vote of 11 to 3, Black,
Fernstroim and B, H, Davis voting in
the negative, In regard to the charges
made that the bid of Kennedy & Co,
for sewer extenslons was changed or
substituted while in the hands of the
pourd of public works, the committee of
the whole reported that the charges
were untrue and that no change or sub-
stitution had been made in the bid. The
yeport exonerated the board and Clerk
,Kegler, but all matters in relation to
that trouble were ordered expunged
from the minuteg by a vote of 12 to 2,
In regard to the charges filed by Clerk
Kegler against Clity Engineer Kelsey,
which were found to be without found.
atlon by the committee of the whole,
the council also expunged all reference
to them from the minutes, Thus the
recopdg of the council were cleared of
the trouble between the city engineer
and the board of public works.
