OBITUARY.
Elder LEVI JACKMAN, son of Moses

French Jackman and Elizabeth Carr, was
born in Vershire, Orango Co., Vermont,
July 28th, 17S7. In 1810 the family moved
to Batavia, Y., and in 1830 removed t
Portage, Co., Ohio. In 1S31 Pres. Josejh
8mith visited that place and brought with
him the Bcok of Mormon, test. lied of its
truth auj of the great latter-da- y work,
and after a eareful investigation of the
doctrine advanced by Joseph he was bap-
tized by Elder Harvey Whitlock, on the 4th
of May, 1831. In a few days thereafter was
ordained an Elder under the hands of Ol v--
er Cowdery, aud in November following
was ordained a High Priest. In May, INC,
with about one hundred persons, ho started
for Missouri ana arnveu at inaepenuence,
Jackson Co., Aug. 14th, of the same year- -

He Buffered witn tne saints tne persecu
tions inflicted by their enemies and was oue
of the number that was compelled to sur
render their arms to the relentless moo,
and n oved with them to Clay Co.

In 1834 President Joseph Smith orgcn'zrd
a stake in that county, established a huh
council and Bro. Jackman was appointed a
member of tno same. In jb tne tempiewas in course of erection at Kirtland and
the ciders were rt quested to assist in the
work. He, with Elder Caleb Baldwin, left
Clay County iu May of that year and tra-
veled on foot, without purse or scrip, aud
arrived at Kirtland, Ohio, ou the 2ith of
July following. Outhel!8.h be commenced
to labor on the Temple, aud continued to do
so until its completion. In l(S3tf he lett
Kirtland for Clay Co.. Missouri, aud in con-
sequence o' persecutions was compel ed to
remove to Far West, Caldwell Co., where
he was elected a justice of the peace. Hy
continued persecutions he was constrained
to relinquish his farm.and'wlth his family
left for Illinois, and settled at Commerce,
afterwards Nauvoo, Hancock Co. He per-
formed a mission in 1S44. He also labored
on the Nauvoo Temple, and assisted in con-
structing wagons for the migration of the
Saints to the mounta ns. He left Nauvio
for Winter Quarters in 1846, and was one of
the pioneers of these mountains, arriving
with them in Salt Lake Valley, July 24,
1847. He was a member of the first High
Council organized in tho vallev, was for
many years a c unselor to the late B'shop
S. houudy of tho Sixteenth Ward. Salt Lake
City, and was afterwards ordained a patri-arch. Ho was a man ot integrity, without
ostentation, an earnest advocate of the
cause of truth, a friend of God and human-
ity, and died llrm in the faith of the gcspel,
iu the hope of a glorious resurrection, at
Salem, Utah Co., on Sunday, July 2ord,
187B, aged 78 years, 11 months, and 25 davs.

The funeral services were held on the
Tuesday following. Elders Z Coultrin. Ste
phen Markham , and Lvman Curtis of the
pioneers, Elder Daniels and Bishop Davis
uuuressea tutj assemblage. His remains
were folk wed to the grave by a large con
course of sorrowing friecdj. Peace to his
ashes. M.
