A ) MM wiJ nprlii
When lllondin. the car-

ried a mm on his shoulders on n wire
rope stretched over Niagara Halls in
1869, he achieved Instant and lasting
fune. Ills courage nnd (hrlng are
praised to the skies even now, but the
nerve of the man who made the trip on
the I renchman'a shoulders has of late
years excited no particular comment
After the lapse of a generation this mm
has been found In CMcau, where he
has told the story of his grrat ride.

Ills nimu M. Colcord. He
wjs a professional nlhtcle In 1859 and
was a fellow member of the Itavel
troupe willi lllondin. When lie nude
his lirst trip over Niagirt Colcord wis
aG yeirs old. When the troupe dis-

banded lllondin proposed to Colcord
that he should cap all Ids previous feats
by going to the Tails ami making the
ascension that Is whit the profession
called tho long rope walk.

"Ulondin's ambition was," said Mr.
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Colcord, " to go across the lulls and not
across the river. Ills Idea wis to anchor
one end of the rope nt Goat Island, with
the old Terrapin Tower, long since re-

moved, as the support on the American
side, and then to extend the rope across
Horseshoe alls, througli tho mist to
Table Rock, where it would be securely
anchored on the Canadian side,

"Mr I'orler was the owner of the land
and he would not glvo his consent We
worked n whole year to get the rope
fixed In that way, but failed In the end.
I Imlly we put the rone about Inlf way
between the old bridge and Niagira
Tails, across White's pleasure grounds.
There it was that we made our first
ascension.

"The guy ropes were not protected
when we mide our first crossing. The
people had access to them, and as there
w ere large sums of money staked on the
outcome, the temptitlon to pull these
ropes by those betting agilnst lllondin
wis very great. In the middle of the
rope there was a spice of fotty feet not
supported by guy lines I had to dis-

mount three limes from lliondln's shoul-
ders and stand on the roue with my
Innds touching oil his shoulders before
we reached this spot. Hill rope was
strung 375 'eel over the river and wis
1,900 feel In length, and neither of us
knew the action of that lorty feet with-
out the guy lines lllondin had crossed
the river before, but not with any
weight. It was the man on his tick
that cave the alfalr Its great import
lllondin said to me "Harry, whatever I

do in crossing that forty feet, don't you
do anything, bit perlcctly passive on
my back. Just be dead Don't try to
balance while I am walking on that

"space
"When Blondin hid walked over tn

foot of tint forty with mc on his back
he suddenly lost his balance I Ic could
not recover It I le started to run on
0110 stdo ol the rope cleir to the first
guy line, a distance of thirty feet. No
sooner did his foot touch tlie guy line
thin it broke, and he had to run to the
next one, another twenty feet. When
he got there he caught his balance and
saldtome, 'Gctoir, ijuickl' I dismoun-
ted and stood there quietly with my
hmdi lightly touching his shoulders
until lie gut ready to go on.

"Now here's the mcinlng of Wondin's
hurry, lie hid not rot half way across
the rope before he was aw are that some
budy wis pulling the guy line. He
didn't say one word to me about it, for If
he had, as sure as am alive lo diy, I

should h ivc hem scared to death. 1 his
Incident shows his coolness.

"He expected tint every guy line lie
would pass would he pulled In this way,
and that he would lose his btlaneo every
time iie reichcd ono of these lines I
never dreamed that under the s

any nun could be guilty of such
a dastardly actas tint, flefore we reached
the shoru dismounted seven times,
and It took us mhutts to get
ncross,

"The first seison lllondin did not get
much. He depended largely upon con-
tributions. Hut then, afterward betook
my advice, and the last two seasons he
made 420,000."
