The question naturally arise,
what are these people but slaves during

the five years of their Indenture? Their
bodies are certainly not their own dur
ing that length ol time. Thry are al'O
subjected to harsh treatment; the only

eicuae given for which i that they mild
not be controlled without It; that lh.:y

are Incapable of appreciating kindness.

Ihe line whitewash-
ed lumber houses which line the coal
give the town most beautilul and
attractive appearance Irom the sea, and
the extensive t and irangc
groves, and the many other varieties of
tropical trees, as well as plants, sluubs,
(lowers, it,., surrounding the dwellings
and atanding immediately back ul Hie
town produces a picture upon which tne
eve never tires ol reting.
