I upon which he lives you might easily

suppose yourself to be in one of the
suburbs of Paris The houses ate of
foreign style Itos house is a big two
story brick with a porte cochere run-
ningI out above the front door The
day that I called upon him there had

f i been a great earthquake in Toklo One
of the buildings in the Imperial Palace
grounds had been partially thrown down
and Itos house had been severely shak
en Madame Ito was so much frighten-
ed by the earthquake that she lhad gone
to her home In tile country 10 Ifest and
recover and the marquis was naturally
anxious to leave Toklo to see her This
learned afterwardl but no sign of It ap-
peared in his conversation lie chatted

I as though he had plenty ot time and
made me feel perfectly at home Every
thing about the house savored more
Europe than Japan Ito Iis anxious that
Japanese should in almost every re-

spect adopt our civilization Ilie believes
that they will be more ready to do this
ifI they wear European clothes and for
hu reason he has all about him dressed
Iq this way The butler who opened the
front door for nle was un almondeyed
Japanese who wore a livery which might-
nave passed without remark In any of
the big houses of the four hundred in
New York His suit was of black with
brass buttons lie took my card and
showed me into an enormous parlor fur-

nished in foreigh style I could hardly
realize that I was In Japan as I looked
about me and when the Marquis Ito
entered a lew moments later it was only
his features that showed me that he was
a Japanese He was dressed In a suit
ol black cut after the style of a Broad-
way tailor and hu shoes were such as
would not have been out of place upon
Ihefcetol any congressman in Washing-
ton When he spoke it was in the best
ol English lie shook my hand and
we sat upon upholstered chairs and car
ried on our conversation in American
fashion

condition of China Japanese travelers
