Hie pernicious lnfluince of the !

which descend to their prosterity tothe third and fourth genera tloa,have much to do with tbe Increase
of crimes.

uoh power. It !u nst been able to
top the evili of the worl 1.
In the Oret centuries or onr crs

Uie apolosrtical writers were able to
point to the Christian churches and
ask, with noble pride: "Where liareyou a Christian Imprisoned far crimeof any bind, unless It bean apostateera martyr?" And natoacofthtlr
opponents could paint out any
Christian among the criminals,
rhen ths G was proved to be apower.

Today the case Is otherwise. It's

mmmmmemm
in "Christian" countries that crimes
are mostly lncreaalug. Some of the
worst criminals on record In our
ge have been Christians." We

have lived to behold the spectacle
of a world producing "Christian"
murderers, ' Christian" thieves,
"Christian" gamblers. Is it not
easy to understand tliat such a state
of affairs Is radically wrong? And
where can tlie wrong be? We know
it, and it is easy to understand. The

and sincerity, then the true remedy
is found against all moral evils.

Human skill miy sometimes be
able to produce a palliative. But
a true remtsly Is found now here ex-

cept in tlie nvtlallons from the
living God.
