First They hhall niiKjulshi all
claims to that part of their reserva-
tion lying west of the UKJrd merid-
ian, and that the westerjf b.mndaiyof said rfcservatioii bhall commence
at the intersection of the 103d mo-ridla- b

with the northern boundary
of Nebrajikatbeu .northerly along
said meridian to its intersection
with the swuth fork of the Chey-
enne liiver, thence down enid
stream to its intersection with the
north fork, thence up the north
fork of the Cheyenne Itiver to said
103d meridian, thence north alongsaid tuejidian to the south branch
of Oanhorv Ball Jliver, or . Clear
Creek, thence down said stream to
tiie Missouri River; and also relin-
quish all claim to all the countryoutside of the present limits of their
reservation, and that article sixteen
of the treaty of 1S6S i9 hereby abro-
gated.

Second. They shall grant the
right of way over said reservation
for wagon and other roada from
convenient and accessible points on
the Missouri river to that portionof the reservation whiou is to ba
ceded, not more than three in num-
ber, to be designated by the Presi-
dent of the United States, and theyshall permit the construction, free,
and the unobstructed use of such
roads, and free navigation of the
Missouri JRiver.

Third.They shall receive all
annuities provided by treaty, and
all subsistence supplies which may
be provided for them at such pointsand places on said reservation, and
in vicinity of the Missouri Itiver as
the President may designate.Fourth. And whereas, Congresshas provided by law that no appro-
priation shall be made hereafter for
said Indians until some plan shall
have been devised which shall look
to their becoming self-support- ing,

and whereas, there is no countrywithin the limits of the present re-
servation suited for such, purpose,
and whereas, it is the design of the
President of the United States to
aid in the fullest manner possible
for their progress In civilization,
therefore said Indians shall agree
to submit themselves to such bene
ficent plans as the Government
may provide for them in the selec-
tion of a country' suitable for a per-
manent homewhero they may live
like white men. The President
believes the only country where
they can hope for permanent im- -

Firovement is the Indian Territory,
as the removal of the

Indians to theMissouri river will ne
cessarily be temporary, if they shall
agreo to go directly to Indian terri
tory next season, tney snail oe per-
mitted to remain at the agency
until that time, but before such re-

moval from their reservation they
tUay a delegation of five or
tnore frooTeach band to visit tue
eountry proposed for their future
home, and thus satisfy themselves
as to its desirability.

I'ifth. In consideration of their
compliance with the foregoing pro
positions, submitted by authority
of the President aud Congress, it is
proposed that the government ot
the United State shall provide all
the necessary aid to assist in the
woi k of civilization, and shall furn
ish to them schools and teach tbem
mechanical aud agricultural arts,
as provided for by the treaty, and
also shall provide suosisteuco con
sisting of a ration for each individu-
al of a pound and half of beef.halfa
pound of Hour, half a pound of com,
aud for every hundred rations four
pounds of collee, eight pounds ot
sugar, three pounds of leans, ten
pounds of pork, or their equivalent,
or so much of such rations as may
be necessary until said Indians are
self-supporti- ng; such rations, in all
cases, to be given to the head of
each separate family; and when-
ever Government shall have pro
vided schools on their permanent
reservation, no children between
the age3 of six and fourteen years,
shall draw rations until tbey regu- -

lariy utieuu tcuuui eica auu in-
firm children excepted and when
ever said Indians are located upon
lands suitable tor cultivation the
rations shall be issued only to tbe
families of those who labor the
aged, sick and infirm excepted
and as an incentive to industrious
habits the Commissioner of Indian
affairs may provide that they shall
be furnished, in payment for their
labor, such other articles a are
necessary for civilized life. The
Government will aid them as far
as possible in finding a market for
surplus productions, and in finding
employment, and shall purchase
audi surplus a9 may Lo required
for supplying food to those Indians
who are unable to sustain them-
selves; shall also employ Indians
as far as practicable for the per
formance of Government wors
upon their're&ervationa.

Sixth Whenever the head of a
family shall in good faith select an
allotment of land and engage in tbe
cultivation mereor, tno govern
ment shall, with his aid. erect a
comfortable house thereon, and if
said Indians shall remove to sucn
place as may be designated by gov
ernment- - as their future home
within three years, the government
oilers to provide the principal
chiefs with good dwelling houses.'
To improve the morals and indus-
trious habits of said Indians, it is
agreed that the agent, farmer, car-

penter, blacksmith and other arti-
sans employed or permitted to re-
side within the leservations belong-
ing to Ibe Indians, parties to this
treaty, shall bo lawfully married
and living with their lespective
families on said reservation, and no

other than an Indian of full
